SOMETHING NEW
“See, | am doing something new!” (Isaiah 43:19). All
during this Lenten season, the scriptures have revealed
the truth of these words, proclaimed in today’s first read-
ing from the prophet Isaiah. We have heard about a bush
in the desert aflame but not consumed. We have listened
to a parable about a father, the depth of whose love for
his prodigal son was almost inconceivable. Today, in-
stead of condemning a woman caught in the act of adul-
tery and joining in stoning her to death, the Lord Jesus
sends her on her way, away from what would have been
certain death, admonishing her to sin no more. Indeed,
God has been doing something new in our midst. Even
when we are trapped in sin, with no perceivable way out,
we are offered forgiveness when we turn to the Lord with
repentant hearts. Let us remember that God has done

something new in the heart of each of us.

Nikt cie nie potepil ?... I Ja ciebie nie potepiam.

Juz w Starym Testamencie znano przykazanie
Kochaj blizniego swego, ale faryzeuszom nawet przez
mysl nie przeszlo, ze ta cudzotoznica jest ich bliznim.
Dla nich to byl ludzki $mie¢. Nie obchodzito ich jej
dobro, nia zastanawiali sie nad tym, co ona czuje. Ich
stosunek do niej byl czysto instrumentalny. Postanowili
wykorzysta¢ ja i1 jej grzech, zeby zastawi¢ putapke na
Chrytusa Pana.

Mojzesz nakazat nam takie kamienowac¢. Wydato im
sie, ze jakkolwiek Jezus si¢ zachowa, bedzie mozna Mu
zarzuci¢ okrucienstwo albo niekonsekwencje.

SAINT TORIBIO DE MOGROVEJO (1538-1606)
March 23

In times of crisis, God always “surprises” the Church
with unlikely saints, through whom Christ’s light radiates
beyond their local communities to illumine the universal
Church. Charles Borromeo was such a saint: appointed
Archbishop of Milan at twenty-one by his papal uncle,
epitomizing the corruption that the Reformers con-
demned, Charles instead inspired a revival that reinvigo-
rated a Church devastated by the Reformation. His less
well-known contemporary, Toribio de Mongrovejo, was
God’s “saintly surprise” in the New World. Spanish-born
lawyer, professor, head of the feared Inquisition, Toribio
was still a layman when a grateful king appointed him
Archbishop of far-off Lima. Once in Peru, however,
Toribio was appalled at the abuse of indigenous peoples
by the occupying conquistadores—his fellow country-
men—and by the complicity of the clergy. He became the
natives’ devoted advocate, building churches, schools,
hospitals, and the first seminary in the Americas, publish-
ing catechisms and prayerbooks in the native languages
he painstakingly mastered. Four hundred years later,
whenever Pope Benedict welcomes Latin American bish-
ops to Rome, he always invokes “the shining example of
San Toribio.”
