Our Sunday collections were up +$4,404 verses budget. 
PSA rebates for the last six months were also +$8,863. Our 
office salary expenses were down -$12,395 due to better 
management of our office staff and volunteer work. Our 
Office supplies were also under budget -$4,058. Utilities 
were up +$2,314.  

The good news, in spite of current economical condi-
tions, is that the Polish Center is operating in a financially 
efficient manner and controlling our expenses. The other 
good news is as of right now we do not have to use the PSA 
rebates for normal operating income. Work is under way to 
update our kitchen. The new design and energy efficient 
appliances will also save us utility expense. Your continue 
support of our Polish Center is appreciated. If you have not 
made your PSA pledge please take a moment and help us 
meet our goal of 250 families participating in helping both 
our Polish Center and the Diocese of Orange.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
There are many ways in which religious communities 

are organized. Some have a central authority in a congre-
gation, and others have a “rule” that is shared by all the 
members, but are a kind of federation of independent 
houses. Sometimes, congregations with distinct histories 
and ministries decide to merge. On this past Easter Sun-
day, one of the largest mergers on record took place. 
Seven independent congregations of Dominican women 
religious, most in the Midwest, are now one new congre-
gation enfolding more than seven hundred members 
spanning thirty-six states. The oldest of the founding 
groups, the so-called “Kentucky Dominicans,” began as a 
frontier community in 1822. Other communities have 
European roots. To get to this historic moment, the sisters 
have spent many years in conversation, and approved the 
new structure by a two-thirds majority vote. This was 
then ratified by the Holy See. The merger allows the sis-
ters to pool their resources in order to be more effective 
in ministry. They are living the Paschal Mystery: experi-
encing Christ’s dying and rising in an inspiring way.
