COME, HOLY SPIRIT

When we hear “Come, Holy Spirit” we think of to-
day’s story from Acts. But the truth is that today’s scene
is but one moment from the Spirit’s long presence in sal-
vation. The spirit of God (ruach) is present at the dawn of
creation, blowing over the chaotic waters as God com-
mands light to be. That same spirit of God filled the
prophets of Israel. “The spirit of the Lord came upon me”
fills their witness, as they guided Israel in their quest to
be faithful to the loving, merciful God of their covenant.
We hear that the Spirit overshadowed Mary’s womb so
that the very Word of God would take on our human
flesh. And Jesus begins his ministry in Luke’s Gospel by
saying the Spirit is upon him. On the cross, according to
John, he gives up his spirit. Today Paul tells us that this
Holy Spirit is from God, who raised Christ from the dead.
We also hear John’s account of the Spirit as the very
breath of the risen Christ on his disciples.

That same Spirit of all these biblical accounts was
there at our baptism and continues to live in us. We are
temples of that Spirit, witnesses to the Spirit’s grace. And
it is in the Holy Spirit that we will continue to live in the
gospel’s light, and to pursue our life of eternal glory in
Christ.

Through the shop window, two
clerics scowled disapproval. The shopkeeper grunted,
“They’re a very somber order who’ve left the Church. I
recognize them.” “By their long robes?” an American
asked. “Many in Rome wear robes,” replied the shop-
keeper. “It’s their long faces!” When Philip Neri arrived
in sixteenth-century Rome, there was reason to be som-
ber. Swiss Guards had been massacred on Saint Peter’s
steps defending the pope. Parts of Europe were abandon-
ing the Church. But Philip resolved to be an “Apostle of
Joy,” drawing especially the young to Christ—and fre-
quent confession and Communion—by his sincere inter-
est in their problems, prayerful example, and gentle hu-
mor. His “Oratory,” a movement as well as a place, pro-
vided recreation and devotion in a joyful atmosphere of
companionship, service, and liturgy. Philip Neri chal-
lenges each of us to begin improving Church and world
by changing ourselves with unfailing joy.

FINANCE COMMITTEE UPDATE
9 Months of Fiscal Year Budget
Ending March 31, 2010

Net Increase of Funds of +$63,906
versus budget of +$32,300.

Our Sunday collections were budgeted for $179,700
and we came in at $181,737. This is our main income
source for the Center. Our Gift store contributed $3,200
versus a budget of $2,000. Our rental income was also +
$4,938/$19,928 versus our budget of $15,000. Our sec-
ond collections came in at $16,907 versus a budget of
$15,000. The second collections are used for various
needs/requests that are outside of the special collection
designated by the Diocese. Our sister Mission in Hondu-
ras under the leadership of Sister Gloriana is one of the
main benefactors of this collection. Dozynki and Social
activities income was 85,552%$/5,552%+versus a budget
of $80,000.

Our expenses were under budget including the fol-
lowing: Office/Admin/Custodial Staff -$6,598, Repairs -
$309, Liturgy/Music Exp -$1,003. Our Dozynki and So-
cial Activities account was under budget -$1,613. Utili-
ties were up 2$ +,580/$25,080.

Sincere thanks to everyone for your support of the
Polish Center in spite of the current economical condi-
tions. Your stewardship in supporting our and Center and
the PSA is to be commended. If you have any questions,
please speak to any of the Finance Committee members
or Fr.
