LORD, TEACH US TO PRAY

There are methods of prayer a-plenty and many gurus
offering to teach us meditation. We can readily identify
with the disciple who asked, after watching Jesus at pray-
er, “Lord, teach us to pray.” They wanted to know how
Jesus set about prayer, in his own heart. St Luke’s Gospel
is notable for its prayerful focus. More than the other
Evangelists he draws attention to Jesus praying — whether
alone, on the hills or in the garden of olives.

Like that unnamed disciple, we can sincerely ask,
“Lord, teach us to pray.” But first we need to sit in si-
lence, just aware of him. Then gradually, like the appren-
tice learning from the master, or rather, like good soil be-
coming fertile from the falling dew, his prayer takes root
and germinates in our hearts. Slowly we too begin to re-
peat that central prayer which links our whole being to the
one that Jesus calls, “Abba, Father.”

We are unused to Luke’s wording of the Lord’s Pray-
er. The official version adopted by the Church is Mat-
thew’s, which is longer and more liturgical, with its seven
petitions. Luke’s is shorter, containing only five petitions,
but is more directly personal. Instead of “Our Father who
art in heaven,” as in Matthew, Luke’s version begins with
the simple cry “Father!” It is a form of address that would
not have been on the lips of anyone but Jesus. It originat-
ed in, and revealed, his profound bond with the Father.
Jesus was Son of God in the depth of his being.

The early Christians, especially those who listened to
St Paul, cherished the moment of Baptism when they be-
came children of God. In the depths of their hearts they
could hear the Spirit of Jesus urging them to make their
own his intimacy with God, “Abba, Father” (Rom 8:15;
Gal 4:6). This title of familiarity expressed perfectly the
sweet intimacy and total confidence of their new status.
Even as it revealed the core identity of Jesus, it makes us
aware of the dignity of our adoption as children of the
Father. Who better to introduce us to prayer than Jesus
himself and, of course, the Holy Spirit he shares with us?

WHAT ABOUT OUR PRAYER LIFE?

When the Old Testament calls God “Father” it means
guardian of the people or of groups within the nation.
There is a more personal touch in Sirach 23:1,4. But nei-
ther in the Old Testament nor in the writings of Qumran is
such an intimacy with God expressed as in Luke 11:2.
The repeating of the word “Abba” in Romans 8:15, Gal
4:6 and Mark 14:36 shows how the early Christians were
aware of Jesus’ intimacy with the Father.

The simple prayer taught by Jesus contrasts with the
fulsome formulations used in Jewish and Greco-Roman
prayers, not to mention some modern equivalents! Alt-
hough “abba” can be translated “daddy,” one should not
think of God as a weakly indulgent “papa,” spoiling his

children by granting every whim and never correcting
them. On the contrary, Jesus taught much about our duties
to love our enemies and to trust, love and reverence the
heavenly Father, who is the Lord God Almighty.

There is a positive value in praying alone as well as in
praying with others. Not only did he pray in the garden
and in quiet places, but Jesus also prayed in the syna-
gogue and in the temple. He would have said the Shema,
the daily prayer of a faithful Jew, about loving God with
all our heart and soul. And in the temple he blamed the
priests for failing to make it a house of prayer for all na-
tions. Let’s remember to pray in the words Jesus
taught us. — Internet

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The achievement of the late 1960s and early 1970s in
enriching the “euchology” or “words of thanksgiving”
available in the Church’s prayer is important on many
levels. Ecumenically, it means that the Latin Rite now
reflects the wealth of the East in having more than one
prayer available to the Church. Pastorally, it actually
acknowledges the place of the assembly in prayer, which
is particularly clear in the Masses with Children. In fact,
the traditional prayers of the Eastern Church served as
models for our new prayers. In the East, what we call the
Eucharistic Prayer is called the anaphora, and there are
three main families of anaphora. Each family has a dif-
ferent “recipe” for arranging the usual parts of these pray-
ers. All anaphora have “intercessions” included, but the
Churches of Antioch place them toward the end of the
prayer, Alexandria prefers them at the beginning before
the “Holy, Holy,” and Syria puts them at the very end.
One branch of the Syrian family is unique in not mention-
ing the words of Jesus at the Last Supper. The Roman
Canon we once prayed exclusively has some connection
with the Alexandrian family, but once the signal for crea-
tivity was given, all the wealth of every prayer tradition

was on the table, and our Sunday Mass has been greatly
enriched —Rev. James Field, © Copyright, J. S. Paluch Co.

Mozna przytoczy¢ wiele przykladow wystuchania wy-
trwalej prosby. Wystarczy wskaza¢ na $w. Monikg, ktora
przez szereg lat modlita si¢ o nawrdcenie syna Augusty-
na.

Wytrwato$¢ jest na pewno takze ujawnieniem ufno-
$ci. Gdy bowiem nie przestajemy btagac, cho¢ nie zostali-
$my od razu wystuchani, jest to niewatpliwym znakiem,
Ze nie tracimy nadziei.

Modlitwa wytrwala musi jednak spetnia¢ jeszcze inny
wazny warunek, jakim jest podporzadkowanie naszej woli
Temu, ktéry jedynie wie najlepiej, czego naprawde po-
trzebujemy. Tak wigc trzeba prosi¢ wytrwale, ale wystu-
chanie uzalezni¢ od woli Bozej.

W zwiazku z tym powinni$my uczy¢ si¢ coraz bar-
dziej rozumie¢, o co na pierwszym miejscu trzeba prosi¢
Boga, czyli jak ma wygladac hierarchia prosb w naszych
btaganiach zanoszonych do Boga. Wzor tego daje nam
Chrystus w modlitwie, ktorej nas sam nauczyt. W Modli-
twie Panskiej prosimy takze o chleb powszedni, ale na
pierwszym miejscu znalazly si¢ sprawy dotyczace Krole-
stwa Bozego. Wyrazit to Mistrz przy innej okazji w we-
zwaniu: "Szukajcie tedy najpierw Krélestwa Bozego i
sprawiedliwosci Jego...".

Stusznie obawiamy si¢ $mierci. Na ogoét jednak Igka-
my sig tylko $mierci biologicznej, a wige tej, ktora kladzie
kres zyciu doczesnemu. Tymczasem moze by¢ jeszcze
inna $mier¢, kt(’)rej niemniej powinnismy si¢ obawiac.
Chodzi o $mier¢ spowodowanq Wystqpkaml czyh grze-
chami. Sami prze01ez nieraz méwimy o kims$, ze jest

"chodzacym trupem", przez co chcemy wyrazié, ze pozo-
statlo w nim juz niewiele po prostu cztowieczenstwa, bo
dat si¢ uwikta¢ np. r6znym grzesznym natogom. Taki stan
przed przyjéciem na §wiat Chrystusa byl w pewnym sen-
sie nieodwracalny.

WARSAW UPRISING 1944

The Warsaw Uprising started August 1, 1944 as a
major World War II operation, in the summer of 1944, by
the Polish underground resistance, led by the Home Ar-
my (Polish: Armia Krajowa), to liberate Warsaw from
German occupation. The uprising was timed to coincide
with the retreat of the German forces from Poland ahead
of the Soviet advance. While approaching the eastern
suburbs of the city, the Red Army temporarily halted
combat operations, enabling the Germans to regroup and
defeat the Polish resistance and to raze the city in reprisal.
The Uprising was fought for 63 days with little outside
support. It was the single largest military effort taken by
any European resistance movement during World War II.
