Jesus goes walking toward Jerusalem. His journey
isn’t that of a pilgrim who goes up to the Temple to fulfil
his religious obligations. According to Luke, Jesus goes
around the cities and villages teaching. There’s some-
thing he needs to communicate to those people: God is a
good Father who offers salvation to everyone. All are
invited to receive God’s forgiveness. His message sur-
prises everyone. Sinners are filled with joy to hear him
speak of God’s unfathomable goodness: even they can
hope for salvation. In the Pharisee camp, however, they
criticize his message and also his welcoming of tax-
collectors, prostitutes and sinners: isn’t Jesus opening up
a road to the watering-down of religion and to unaccepta-
ble morals?

Someone from the crowd interrupts Jesus, to ask him
about how many people will be saved, in the end. Jesus
doesn’t answer his question directly. What’s important
isn’t knowing exactly how many will be saved. What’s
decisive is living with a clear and responsible attitude in
order to welcome salvation from that Good God. Jesus
reminds them all: ‘“Try your hardest to enter by the nar-
row door’. In this way Jesus undercuts the reaction of
those who understand his message as an invitation to lax-
ity. That makes fun of the Father. Salvation isn’t some-
thing one receives irresponsibly from a permissive God.
It also isn’t the privilege of an elect few. It’s not enough
to be children of Abraham. It isn’t sufficient to have
known the Messiah, to have heard and seen him. One
needs also to follow him.

The invitation to ‘enter by the narrow door’ can be
read in light of another saying of Jesus: ‘I am the door;
the one who enters through me, will be saved’ (John
10:9). Entering by the narrow door is ‘following Jesus’;
learning to live as he did; taking up his cross and trusting
the Father who has raised him from the dead. In follow-
ing him, not everything counts, not everything is equal,;
we need to respond to the Father’s love faithfully. What
Jesus asks isn’t legalistic rigorism, but a radical love for
God and neighbor. That’s why his call is a source of de-
mand, but not of anxiety. Jesus Christ is a door that is
always open. No one can close it, only ourselves if we
close ourselves to his forgiveness. —José Antonia Pagola

ENTERING THE NARROW DOOR

Responding to the beauty of a spring morning, Robert
Browning wrote, “The lark’s on the wing, the snail’s on
the thorn; God’s in his heaven, all’s right with the world.”
While the thought is beautiful, the poem suggests a mis-
leading concept of God, which maybe most of us enter-
tain from time to time. “God’s in his heaven, all’s right
with the world.” How often we imagine God as “away up
there, somewhere,” while the world goes its separate
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way, with the events of every day independent of God. If
the Gospel shows God in the person of Jesus Christ inter-
vening in human affairs, combatting the evil forces at
work in mankind, at the back of our minds we suspect
that the battle against evil is not going God’s way.

This kind of Deism seldom bothered his chosen peo-
ple, Israel, in the Old Testament. For them God was not
remote, away up there. They felt a divine presence in the
events, good or evil, of everyday existence. Everything in
history was somehow God’s doing. Even when the cream
of the nation were exiled to Babylon and their monarchy
was utterly destroyed, they continued to search for the
hand of God in this tragedy. Out their shattered hopes
there emerged a purer, more spiritual vision of what God
meant them to be. Eventually they saw their exile as the
means God used to bring salvation to the pagans. They
saw their destiny as still being glorious, but now from a
more spiritual perspective. As stated in Isaiah, all nations
would come to worship the true God in Jerusalem. God
would bring good out of the catastrophe they had en-
dured, and this would have an effect as well on nations
apart from their own.

Constantly at the back of our minds we carry on, as it
were, a conversation with ourselves ?” talking to our-
selves, processing our hopes and fears, making plans.
Relating to God means not leaving him on the fringe of
all this consciousness, but making him part of it, discuss-
ing it with him, asking his guidance, his assistance, ex-
pressing to him our gratitude. All day long he is with you,
and you can walk with God, you can talk with God, you
can discern his loving purpose for you in every passing
moment, you can rest in his presence, even while you go
about your business. God, however, will not posses your
soul unless you sincerely want him to.

Sometimes we seem to be only half Christians, with-
out a strong spiritual awareness. We remain on a material
plane, like the people in the gospel who ate and drank
with Jesus and heard him preaching in their streets, but
with never a change in their lives. He warns that people
will come from the east and west, from the north and
south, and take the places in God’s kingdom meant for
those who were originally called. So we humbly ask God
to help us to enter by that narrow door, to the inheritance
meant for us from the beginning. May we not be found
wanting but rather persevere to the end. - Internet

Czgsto spotykamy si¢ z pytaniem: kto bedzie zbawio-
ny? W tym za$ pytaniu zawiera si¢ nie tylko jaka$ troska
o jednego czy drugiego cztowieka, ale che¢ znalezienia
pewnej zasady, normy, ktora Bog si¢ kieruje w swojej
ekonomii zbawienia. Trzeba przyznaé, ze odpowiedz na
to pytanie nie jest tatwa i trudno o wykluczenie wszelkiej
watpliwosci w tej dziedzinie.

Pierwsza odpowiedz, ktora znajduje wyrazne potwier-
dzenie i uzasadnienie w Objawieniu - i dlatego otrzymuje
najwyzsza pewno$¢ - brzmi: Zbawienie przyniesione
przez Chrystusa ma charakter powszechny, a wigc nie
ogranicza si¢ do jednego tylko narodu. Stad wprawdzie
Izrael byl niewatpliwie narodem wybranym przez Boga,
ale posytani do niego prorocy bardzo wyraznie zapowia-
dali powszechno$¢ zbawienia w czasach mesjanskich.

OczywiScie catkowicie przyjmujemy t¢ radosna
prawdg, ale jestesmy jeszcze bardziej dociekliwi i stawia-
my pytanie podobne do tego, jakie w dzisiejszej Ewange-
lii kto$ ze stuchaczy postawit Chrystusowi: "Panie, czy
tylko nieliczni bgda zbawieni?" Zapewne cieszymy sig, ze
takie wlasnie pytanie skierowano do Zbawiciela. Zauwaz-
my, Pan Jezus jakby si¢ uchyla od odpowiedzi na tak
sformulowane pytanie. W tym bowiem pytaniu zawiera
si¢ nie tylko zwykla ludzka ciekawo$¢, ale co$ znacznie
wigcej. Wielu chciatoby sobie w ten sposob zapewnié
swego rodzaju beztroski zywot. Gdyby bowiem odpo-
wiedz Chrystusa brzmiata: bardzo wielu zostanie zbawio-
nych, wtedy stusznie mogltby kto$§ powiedziec¢: skoro tak,
to nie ma potrzeby zbytnio matrwi¢ si¢ o tg sprawe. Co
wigcej, jesliby Pan Jezus w oidpowiedzi stwierdzil, ze
niewielu bedzie zbawionych, rowniez 1 wtedy moglby
niejeden powiedzie¢ sobie: jesli tak, to nie ma co zabie-
ga¢ o zbawienie, bo zostato ono zarezerwowane tylko dla
nielicznych wybrancow.

Stad odpowiedz Chrystusa stanowi przede wszystkim
zachgte do podjecia wysitku, aby zapewni¢ sobie wejscie
"przez ciasne drzwi". Nie nast¢puje ono jako$ automa-
tycznie, nawet dla tych, ktorzy fizycznie sg blisko Chry-
stusa. Wiemy przeciez, ze Judasz, wybrany na Apostola,
przebywajacy tak blisko Mistrza, przygotowal sobie
straszny koniec ("lepiej by mu bylo, zeby si¢ nie naro-
dzil"). Zbawienia nie mozna sobie zapewni¢ przez sama
przynalezno$¢ do ludu wybranego. Wielu przeciez spo-
$rod narodu izraelskiego wylaczyto si¢ z grona zbawio-
nych i poszto tam, "gdzie jest ptacz i zgrzytanie zgbow".

Nie mozna jednak powiedzie¢, ze Chrystus nie dat
konkretnej odpowiedzi na postawione pytanie dotyczace
zbawienia. Wyraznie przeciez oswiadczyl: "Odstapcie
ode Mnie wszyscy dopuszczajacy si¢ niesprawiedliwo-
$ci". Inaczej rzecz ujmujac trzeba powiedzieé¢, ze zbawie-
nia dostapia ci, ktéorzy czynig sprawiedliwos$¢. Pismo
swigte czegsto uzywa tego stowa. Oznacza ono nie tylko
jedna z podstawowych cnot, ale doskonatosé, czyli §wig-
tos¢. Tak wigc nie tyle powinnismy pyta¢ ilu czy kto be-
dzie zbawiony, ale trudzi¢ si¢ codziennie nad tym, aby
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by¢ sprawiedliwym.

Chociaz karcenie przybierato r6ozna form¢ w poszcze-
gblnych okresach historii, jednak trzeba stwierdzi¢, ze
zawsze stanowilo i stanowi wazny os$rodek pedagoglczny,
nawet Wtedy, kiedy publicznie giosno sig mow1 o ko-
niecznosci wykluczenia stosowania "przemocy" w wy-
chowaniu. Jest ono wprost konieczne, gdy zawodza inne
srodki, zwlaszcza perswazja.

Karcenie stosowane z wlasciwym umiarem nie stano-
wi nigdy przejawu nieopanowanego zagniewania, ale pty-
nie z mitosci do osoby karconej. W bardzo wielu wypad-
kach ma na uwadze sprowadzenie kogo$ ze zlej drogi.
Zrozumiala jest rzecza, ze karcenie odczuwamy jako co$
przykrego, ale jest to stan przejSciowy. Skoro bowiem
skorzystamy z udzielonego nam w ten sposéb napomnie-
nia i wyprostowujemy krete Sciezki swojego zycia, zaraz
pOJaWIa si¢ rado$¢ i wdzigcznos$¢ za udzielone nam skar-
cenie. Ilu to dorostych wyraza wdzigcznos¢ swoim rodzi-
com za to, ze nie milczeli, gdy kiedy§ w mtodosci scho-
dzili na zla drogg. I przeciwnie, ilez przykrych stow pod
adresem swoich rodzicoéw w wielu wypadkach wypowia-
daja ci, ktorych nie karcono.

Rowniez i Pan Bog nieraz nas karci we wlasciwy so-
bie sposob. Rézne doswiadczenia zyciowe, ktore spotyka-
ja cztowieka w pielgrzymce do zycia wiecznego, powinny
stwarza¢ mu okazj¢ gruntowniejszego przeanalizowania
drogi, ktora kroczy.

SOLEMNITY OF OUR LADY OF CZESTOCHOWA

The Church in Poland celebrates the feast of the
Blessed Virgin Mary of Czgstochowa. The holiday is as-
sociated with the Marian shrine in Cz¢stochowa at Jasna
Gora (the Bright Mount). From afar, the high, brightly lit
tower of Jasna Gora is visible. The miraculous image of
the Black Madonna has been worshiped in Czgstochowa
since 1382. The origin of the painting is legendary and
remains unexplained, but there is a general belief that it is
an eastern painting. It is the type of icon "Panagia Ho-

This image quickly became
famous for miracles and its fame grew after the wonder-
ful defense of Jasna Gora during the Swedish invasion.
Since then, Jasna Gora began to become the main center
of Marian worship in Poland and also its spiritual capital.

Currently, there is a golden rose next to the painting,
which was donated to the Queen of Poland by John Paul
IL. It was a gift of filial love, and above all, gratitude for
maternal protection, all the favors he received through
her mediation, the priesthood, for his elevation to episco-
pal dignity and the greatest grace of life - for the calling
to the office of Saint. Peter.

John Paul II during Holy Mass at the end of the 600™
anniversary of the Miraculous Image, on June 19, 1983,
he said: "We embrace the whole sanctuary with our eyes
and heart: Jasna Gora.... Today we look into your eyes,
Mother! O Mary, who saw in Cana of Galilee that they
have no wine. O Mary! You know everything we lack!
About everything that hurts us. You know our sufferings,
our transgressions and our aspirations. You know what
bothers the hearts of a nation given to you for the Millen-
nium, "in the maternal slavery of love." (...) Tell your son
about our difficult day. Tell about our difficult day to
Christ who we have come to invite in all our future (...).
In Cana of Galilee, when there was no wine, you said to
the servants, pointing to Christ: "Do whatever I tell you
(Jn 2: 5). Say these words to us! Keep saying them!
Speak them constantly! For the Mother of Christ who is
