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God so loved the world that he gave his only
Son, so that everyone who believes in him
might have eternal life. — John 3:16

LETTING JESUS FIND US

soan A telling phrase in today’s Gospel
)| makes clear the mindset of Jesus
and throws light on all his activity.
His purpose in life was always “to
seek out and save what was lost.” If
we recognize a certain lostness in
ourselves, our way to be saved is to
trust in him, and let him find us,
just as he found Zacchaeus.

Being found by Jesus meant that Zacchaeus the tax-
collector had to let go of any arrogance based on his
wealth. He humbled himself by climbing the sycamore
tree, and then promised to hand over much of his wealth,
to pay back those he had defrauded. In return, Jesus set
aside his dignity as rabbi and a man of God by going to
dine in the house of such a notorious sinner. One may
assume that Zacchaeus, as chief tax collector in that city,
had enriched himself at the expense of the pilgrims pass-
ing through Jericho on their way to religious festivals in
Jerusalem.

Jesus looked up into sycamore tree and called Zac-
chaeus, “Hurry on down!” — for he knew the man was
ready for a change of heart. St Luke adds that the conver-
sion of Zacchaeus brought such joy not only to himself
but to everyone around him. Truly, “the Son of Man has
come to search out and save what was lost.”

LOOKING FOR JESUS

Whatever his faults may have been, Zacchaeus took
great trouble to look for some contact with Jesus. He
wanted to see what kind of man Jesus was. For this, he
was prepared, quite literally, to go out on a limb, the leafy
branch of a sycamore tree. He went to extravagant
lengths to see Jesus, to really encounter him. In the pro-
cess he found that the one he was searching for was also
searching for him. “Come down, for I must stay at your
house today,” said Jesus.

From his perch among the branches, Zacchaeus was
amazed to be called to share a dinner with Jesus. When
he threw open his house to Jesus and spoke of reforming
his life, he received a greater gift in return, a welcome
back to his community of faith. “Today, salvation has
come to his house, because this man too is a son of Abra-
ham.” There was place in God’s house for Zacchaeus, as
there is for all of us. He was warmly welcomed in spite of
his past. As in the case of Zacchaeus, our searching for
God is preceded by God’s search for us. Whenever we
seek the presence of Jesus, he is already there, willing to
share and dine with us. - Internet

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TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION
What is the name of the pope’s cathe-
dral? If you said the Vatican, or St.
Peter’s, you were off by a few miles,
since the answer is the Basilica of St.
John, the Lateran, the “Mother
Church” of all the churches of the
world and the cathedral of the Dio-
cese of Rome. It takes its name from
the Lateran family, the Trumps of
their day, who somehow ran afoul of
the Emperor Nero. He seized all their
property, including their vast Roman palace and estate.
We don’t know how Plautius displeased Nero so badly,
but eventually all the Lateran property came to Constan-
tine, the first Christian emperor, through his wife, Fausta.
Early in the fourth century, when Christianity was at last
legalized, Constantine gave the property to the church.
Soon the great meeting halls were expanded and adapted.

Over the centuries, the church building has been
sacked by armies, ruined by fire, torn down, and rebuilt.
The oldest and most unchanged part of the Lateran is a
vast, separate baptistery with steps leading down to a
huge green basalt pool. Imagine what a triumphal mo-
ment the dedication of this public church building was for
a community that had worshiped in secret for so long!
This Friday’s feast of the Dedication of the Lateran Basil-
ica is really about the tradition of consecrating space for
worship, and so by extension, a feast for your parish
church building and, given the beautiful second reading,
for its baptistery as well.

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ZACCHAEUS

Zacchaeus was a chief tax-collector at Jericho, men-
tioned only in the Gospel of Luke.
A descendant of Abraham, he was
-an example of Jesus's personal,
., earthly mission to bring salvation to
he lost. Tax collectors were des-
ised as traitors (working for
=i the Roman Empire, not for their
| Jewish community), and as be-
ing corrupt.
Because the lucrative production
ul i and export of balsam was centered
~in Jericho, his position would have
carried both importance and wealth. In the account, he
arrived before the crowd who were later to meet
with Jesus, who was passing through Jericho on his way
to Jerusalem. He was short in stature and so was unable to
see Jesus through the crowd. Zacchaeus then ran ahead
and climbed a sycamore tree along Jesus's path. When
Jesus reached the spot he looked up at the sycamore tree
(actually a sycamore-fig), addressed Zacchaeus by name,
and told him to come down, for he intended to visit his
house. The crowd was shocked that Jesus, a religious
teacher/prophet, would sully himself by being a guest of a
sinner.

Clement of Alexandria refers once to Zacchaeus in a
way which could be read as suggesting that some identi-
fied him with apostle Matthew or Matthias. Luke told us
that Matthias in the beginning was with Jesus since the
baptism of John. John also told us that later many of his
disciples turned back and no longer followed him. The
later Apostolic Constitutions identify "Zacchaeus the Pub-
lican" as the first bishop of Caesarea.

In Eastern Orthodox and Greek-Catholic Churches of
Slavic tradition, the Gospel account of Zacchaeus is read
on the last Sunday preceding the liturgical prepara-
tion for Great Lent, for which reason that Sunday is
known as "Zacchaeus Sunday." It is the very first com-
memoration of a new Paschal cycle. The account was
chosen to open the Lenten season because of
two exegetical aspects: Jesus's call to Zacchaeus to come
down from the tree (symbolizing the divine call to humili-
ty), and Zacchaeus's subsequent repentance.

In the Eastern churches of Greek/Byzantine tradition,
Zacchaeus Sunday may fall earlier than the Sunday before
the Pre-Lenten season. In Western Christianity, the gospel
reading concerning Zacchaeus is the reading for
a Dedication of a Church or its anniversary.

The story of Zacchaeus is used by some to illustrate
the saying of Jesus: "Blessed are the pure of heart, for
they shall see God" Matthew 5:8, because the name Zac-
chaeus means 'pure'. Zacchaeus also becomes a contrast
of character with the Rich Young Ruler Luke. Both Zac-
chaeus and the Rich Young Ruler were wealthy men, but
one was self-righteous and would not give up his posses-
sions, while the other gave half his possessions to feed the
poor.
