OF THE BLESSED VIRGIN MARY
AUGUST 15, 2021

Mary is taken up to heaven;
a chorus of angels exults.

THE FAIREST OF CREATURES

Every individual of the human race, male and female,
is made in the image and likeness of God. (Genesis 1:26).
We can celebrate Our Lady’s Assumption in light of this
basic principle from the creation story. Mostly we are
tempted to reverse this process and try to shape God in
our own image and likeness. Naturally we have a limited
concept of our Creator. How we cling to the notion of a
docile God, who will grant our wishes if only we ask him
in the right way; or an indulgent God who will turn a
blind eye on the double standards in our lives; or a venge-
ful God, whom we obey only out of fear. To test the qual-
ity of our faith we might wonder, Do my ideas resemble
Mary’s vision of God, especially as in today’s gospel
when she says, “My soul glorifies the Lord, and my spirit
rejoices in God my Savior.”

Mary combines sincere worship of God with deep joy
in his presence, in the spirit of the advice given to the ear-
ly Christians, “Rejoice always. Pray without ceasing” (1
Thess 5:17). In her Magnificat, Mary is enraptured by
God, she does not ask anything for herself, she is not wor-
ried about the future; she thinks only of the goodness of
God up to the present moment, and of the gratitude she
owes to God. In her we have the supreme example of
someone totally captivated by the love of God. In this
sense, she is the fairest of all God’s creatures.

First of all the saints, she is the handmaid, the willing
and joyful servant of the Lord. She lived solely for God
and therefore God, who cannot be outdone in generosity,
gave her the fullness of grace. Now just as Jesus did not
abandon us when he ascended to heaven, so Mary has not
been separated from the Christian community by her As-
sumption, but remains for each of us a sign of hope. We
are called, like her, to share in the fullness of Christ’s glo-
ry. She is the model and guarantee of all that the believer
hopes to become in heaven. We pray today that we too
may be found worthy to come to that place in heaven
which God has prepared for those who love him.

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The Story of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin
Mary

On November 1, 1950, Pope Pius XII defined the As-
sumption of Mary to be a dogma of faith: “We pronounce,
declare and define it to be a divinely revealed dogma that
the immaculate Mother of God, the ever Virgin Mary,
having completed the course of her earthly life, was as-
sumed body and soul to heavenly glory.” The pope pro-
claimed this dogma only after a broad consultation of
bishops, theologians and laity. There were few dissenting
voices. What the pope solemnly declared was already a
common belief in the Catholic Church.

We find homilies on the Assumption going back to
the sixth century. In following centuries, the Eastern
Churches held steadily to the doctrine, but some authors
in the West were hesitant. However by the 13th century
there was universal agreement. The feast was celebrated
under various names—Commemoration, Dormition, Pass-
ing, Assumption—from at least the fifth or sixth century.
Today it is celebrated as a solemnity.

Scripture does not give an account of Mary’s assump-
tion into heaven. Nevertheless, Revelation 12 speaks of a
woman who is caught up in the battle between good and
evil. Many see this woman as God’s people. Since Mary
best embodies the people of both Old and New Testa-
ments, her assumption can be seen as an exemplification
of the woman’s victory.

Furthermore, in 1 Corinthians 15:20, Paul speaks of
Christ’s resurrection as the first fruits of those who have
fallen asleep.

Since Mary is closely associated with all the myster-
ies of Jesus’ life, it is not surprising that the Holy Spirit
has led the Church to believe in Mary’s share in his glori-
fication. So close was she to Jesus on earth, she must be
with him body and soul in heaven.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The roots of today’s feast of the Assumption can be
traced back at least to the fifth century, when it is noted in
the Armenian lectionary. Celebrated in Jerusalem, the
feast in honor of the Theotokos, the Mother of God, be-
came the principal feast of Mary throughout the Christian
world. The place of celebration was at the tomb of Mary
in Gethsemane and was therefore known as the
“Dormition of Mary.” In some cultures this feast is cele-
brated today with a resting statue of Mary, much like a
wake service of modern times.

The liturgy of this feast provides images of “the place
of your rest” in Psalm 132, and reverence for the Ark of
the Covenant that held the signs of the Promise. Like that
Ark, Mary is for us the ark of the Savior, the one who
bore the Son of God. When the doctrine of the Assump-
tion was defined in 1950 the Gospel reading for the feast
was changed to include the verses of Mary’s song, the
Magnificat. The scripture readings for both the vigil Mass
and the Mass of the day speak to us of life after death as
well as the path to be followed in order to reach it. The
key to this promised immortality is found as we take to
heart the words of the vigil’s Gospel, “Blessed are those

who hear the word of God and observe it.”

MIRACLE ON THE WIStA

The painting above represents the Polish victory in
The Battle of Warsaw in 1920 against overwhelming So-
viet forces attempting to smother Poland which had just
regained her independence in 1918. The battle concluded
on 15 August 1920 on the Feast of the Assumption and is
believed to have had the intercession of Mary in aiding
Poland in stopping the atheistic Soviet Army from run-
ning over Poland and continuing their spread of militant
Communism to Western Europe.

UNA VOCE NEWS
On July 16, 2021, the Holy Father, Pope Francis is-
sued an Apostolic Letter on the Use of the Roman Liturgy
Prior to the Reforms of 1970. According to the above
Apostolic Letter, it is the exclusive competence of the
diocesan bishop “to authorize the use of the 1962 Roman
Missal in his diocese according to the guidelines of the

Apostolic See.”

As you may be aware, our Center is one of the three
Roman Catholic churches in the Diocese of Orange where
the Latin Mass of 1962, also known as the Tridentine
Mass is celebrated regularly.

Bishop Vann has decreed that allowing these Holy
Masses to be celebrated contributes to the spiritual good
of the faithful and granted a dispensation for these masses
to continue to be celebrated in their form where they cele-
brated today, including in our Center.

WHAT'S THE ASSUMPTION, ANYWAY?

On Aug. 15, Catholics around the world mark the
Feast of the Assumption of Mary, commemorating the
end of her earthly life and assumption into Heaven. But
while the feast day is a relatively new one, the history of
the holiday — and the mystery behind it — has its roots in
the earliest centuries of Christian belief. The Catholic
Church teaches that when Mary ended her earthly life,
God assumed her, body and soul into heaven. The dogma
of the Assumption of Mary — also called the "Dormition
of Mary" in the Eastern Churches — has its roots in the
early centuries of the Church. While a site outside of Jeru-
salem was recognized as the tomb of Mary, the earliest
Christians maintained that "no one was there," According
to St. John of Damascus, the Roman emperor Marcian
requested the body of Mary, Mother of God at the Coun-
cil of Chalcedon, in 451. St. Juvenal, who was Bishop of
Jerusalem told the emperor "that Mary died in the pres-
ence of all the Apostles, but that her tomb, when opened
upon the request of St. Thomas, was found empty; where-
from the Apostles concluded that the body was taken up
to heaven," the saint recorded. By the 8th century, around
the time of Pope Adrian, the Church began to change its
terminology, renaming the feast day of the Memorial of
Mary to the Assumption of Mary. The belief in the As-
sumption of Mary was a widely-held tradition, and a fre-
quent meditation in the writings of saints throughout the
centuries. However it was not defined officially until the
past century. In 1950, Pope Pius XII made an infallible,
ex-cathedra statement in the Apostolic Constitution Mu-
nificentissimus deus officially defining the dogma of the
Assumption. "By the authority of our Lord Jesus Christ,
of the Blessed Apostles Peter and Paul, and by our own
authority, we pronounce, declare, and define it to be a
divinely revealed dogma: that the Immaculate Mother of
God, the ever Virgin Mary, having completed the course
of her earthly life, was assumed body and soul into heav-
enly glory," the pope wrote. The decree was seen as the
formalizing of long-held Christian teaching.

Today, the Feast of the Assumption is marked as a
major feast day and a public holiday in some countries. In
most countries, including the United States, it is a Holy
Day of Obligation. Bunson [of CNA] explained that on
major feast days, it's fitting to mark the significance of the
feast as especially vital by emphasizing the necessity of
celebrating the Eucharist that day. "What is more fitting
than on the Assumption of the Blessed Mother to, once

again, focus on her Son, on the Eucharist?" he asked

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ST. HYACINTH OF POLAND—17 AUGUST

a Polish Dominican priest (1185-15 Au-
gust 1257) and missionary who worked to re-
form women's monasteries in his na-
tive Poland. He was a Doctor of Sacred Stud-
ies, educated in Paris and Bologna.

Called the "Apostle of the North", Hya- [i§
cinth was the son of a noble family of Od- &
rowaz. He was born in 1185 at the castle of
Lanka, at Kamien, in Silesia, Poland. A near
relative of Ceslaus, he made his studies in notable cit-
ies: Krakoéw, Prague, and Bologna, and at the latter place
merited the title of Doctor of Law and Divinity. On his
return to Poland he was given a prebend at Sandomierz, a
medieval center of administration in the south-eastern part
of the country. He subsequently accompanied his un-
cle Ivo Konski, the Bishop of Krakow, to Rome.[2]

While in Rome, he witnessed a miracle performed
by Dominic of Osma, and became a Dominican friar,
along with Ceslaus and two attendants of the Bishop of
Krakéw, Herman and Henry. In 1219 Pope Honorius
III invited Dominic and his followers to take up residence
at the ancient Roman basilica of Santa Sabina, which they
did by early 1220. After an abbreviated novitiate, Hya-
cinth and his companions received the religious habit of
the Order from Dominic himself in 1220.

The young friars were then sent back to their home-
land to establish the Dominican Order
in Poland and Kiev. As Hyacinth and his three compan-
ions traveled back to Krakow, he set up new monasteries
with his companions as superiors, until finally he was the
only one left to continue on to Krakow. Hyacinth went
throughout northern Europe spreading the faith. He died
in the year 1257.

One of the major miracles attributed to Hyacinth
came about during a Mongol attack on Kiev. As the friars
prepared to flee the invading forces, Hyacinth went to
save the ciborium containing the Blessed Sacrament from
the tabernacle in the monastery chapel, when he heard the
voice of Mary, the mother of Jesus, asking him to take
her, too.

Hyacinth lifted the large, stone statue of Mary, as
well as the ciborium. He was easily able to carry both,
despite the fact that the statue weighed far more than he
could normally lift. Thus he saved them both. For this
reason he is usually shown holding a monstrance (though
they did not come into use until several centuries lat-
er) and a statue of Mary.

The tomb of Hyacinth is in the Basilica of Holy Trini-
ty in Krakow, Poland, in a chapel that bears his name.[8]

Hyacinth was canonized on 17 April 1594 by Pope
Clement VIIL[2] and his memorial day is celebrated on
17 August. In 1686 Pope Innocent XI named him a patron
of Lithuania. He is the patron saint of those in danger
of drowning.

In Spanish-language countries, Hyacinth is known
as San Jacinto. However, most of the numerous towns and
locations in Spanish-speaking countries that are so named
are named for the early Christian martyr Hyacinth of
Caesarea. —ntemet
