WELCOMING A SAINT

It is a wonderful thing to meet a man or woman of
God. There is about such people a peace of such a full-
ness as communicates God to us. We, no less than the
people of biblical times, are looking for someone to “give
us a word:” a word which engenders faith and hope, a
word which can ignite the smoldering embers of our heart
unto a fire of a love which is beyond us.

To welcome such people in the sense of really accept-
ing the word of the Gospel which they speak, more often
through their being and actions rather than their words, is
to welcome Christ and his Father. Jesus often speaks in
the Gospel of his Father and himself coming to abide in
the hearts of those who “keep his words” while the “sweet
guest of the soul” is a beautiful title used if the Holy Spir-
it if the tradition.

Meeting someone good can also threaten us. It faces
us with the necessity of change in our own life. Unfortu-
nately this does not just mean the struggle to rid ourselves
of obvious moral evil but even of things which are in
themselves good and valuable in order to make way for
newness. When we come face to face with Jesus the Way,
the Truth and the Life the choice is even more radical the
most valuable things in life such as family and even the
quest for our own self-fulfillment must take second place
and the following of Jesus which inevitably involves the
cross of self-giving and change must be embraced.

When we choose Christ in baptism we choose immer-
sion (‘baptism’) into his death. We are buried with him,
we are grafted on to his death and our “old self” is cruci-
fied with him. These images used by Paul in Romans 6:3-
11 leave us in no doubt as to the radically of what wel-
coming Jesus and his word into our lives means. Howev-
er, just as the woman of Shunem is rewarded with new
life for receiving the “man of God” SO the reward from
welcoming Jesus is infinitely greater. We be-come the
dwelling places of God himself and we become a “new
creation” in the image of the Son.

HOSPITALITY OF HEART

Openness to life! Hospitality of heart — These are
some of the themes that suggest themselves through the
readings of this Sunday. The woman in the first reading
was open to life; she welcomed the prophet into her
home, was aware that he was a holy man of God, and set
about facilitating his mission. In the gospel we, as disci-
ples of Jesus, listen to his words addressed directly to us
telling us how we are to open our lives to him, give him
pride of place over family and friends even to the point of
bearing his cross. Our welcome is to be whole-hearted,
and if [ am in any doubt as to where I am to exercise this
total acceptance of Christ in my life I have only to turn to
my neighbor. “He who welcomes you, welcomes me”

Nothing could be clearer. Christ is all around me. He is
present in my home, at work, in those who pass me in the
street.. He is present in myself! In today’s second reading
St Paul adds his voice to the celebration of Christian life!
Through baptism we have entered into the great life of the
resurrection. No wonder we cry out with the psalmist in
joy; “I will sing forever of your love, 0 Lord.” The beauti-
ful story of the Shunemite woman illustrates the fact that
God’s word finds acceptance in people’s lives through the
instrumentality of human agents. Elisha may seem to be
an itinerant preacher. It is the woman who detects his mis-
sion and makes room for him in her house. Likewise,
many a parent makes space for God in their family life by
helping a child learn the words of a prayer and by show-
ing respect for the things of God. When I reflect on how
God found a space in my life, [ will inevitably return to
the influence of a human agent. The gospel’s emphasis on
hospitality is presented in the form of a strange equation:
“He who welcomes you, welcomes me.”

We may expect, then, that Christ will come to our
doors in many disguises and almost always at the wrong
time! He may not even be wearing clerical garb! Rather, |
may find him hidden in the stranger, the outcast of socie-
ty, the neighbor, the child needing attention, the sick per-
son.. There are many delightful fairytales of princesses
hidden in rags and of princes imprisoned in toads. Every
child’s eyes light up in wonder at the moment when the
disguise is dropped and the truth is revealed. Openness to
wonder, to the mystery of Christ hidden in the other: these
qualities are often sadly missing in my life. The “cup of
cold water” is proverbially quoted as a somewhat dubious
sign of Christian charity. Perhaps this is because it does
not cost much in rain-drenched climates! In a hot, dusty
climate, however, a drink of cold water can be a life-
saver. The attitude of thoughtfulness, the lack of self-
absorption; these would seem to underline the Christian
attitude towards others. It is not what is given that counts
but the heart with which it is given.

A legalistic, mathematical mind tends to measure the
bare requirement due to the other. This does not make for
a happy environment. No wonder that a sub-theme of to-
day’s liturgy is joy: “Happy the people.. who find their
joy every day in your name” we read in the psalm. The
open-hearted person is always happy; there is much joy in
giving. Cups of cold water may be translated into a letter,
a phone-call, a smile, a word of appreciation. They cost
little but how the world today is crying out for cups of
cold water! Christ is often wounded and struggling in my
neighbor. The image that could be explored by the homi-
list pertaining to the theme of hospitality is that of making
a space for God in our lives. — Intemet

ST. THOMAS, APOSTLE—3 JULY

also known as Didymus (meaning "twin"), was one of
the Twelve Apostles of Jesus according to the New Testa-
ment. Thomas is commonly known as "Doubting Thom-
as" because he initially doubted the resurrection of Jesus
Christ when he was told of it (as is related in the Gospel
of John); he later confessed his faith ("My lord and my
God") on seeing the wounds left over from
the crucifixion.

According to traditional accounts of the Saint Thom-
as Christians of modern-day Kerala in India, Saint Thom-
as travelled outside the Roman Empire to preach the Gos-
pel, travelling as far as the Tamilakam which is in South
India, and reached Muziris of Tamilakam (modern-day
North Paravur and Kodungalloor in Kerala State, India)
in AD 52.

In 1258, some of the relics were brought to Ortona,
in Abruzzo, Italy, where they have been held in the
Church of Saint Thomas the Apostle. He is regarded as
the patron saint of India among its Christian adherents
and the Feast of Saint Thomas on July 3 is celebrated as
Indian Christians' Day. The name Thomas remains quite
popular among the Saint Thomas Christians of the Indian
subcontinent.

Many churches in the Middle East and southern Asia,
besides India, also mention Apostle Thomas in their his-
torical traditions as being the first evangelist to establish
those churches, the Assyrian Church of the East, the early
church of Sri Lanka.

According to traditional accounts of the Saint Thom-
as Christians of India, the Apostle Thomas landed
in Muziris (Cranganore) on the Kerala coast in AD 52
and was martyred in Mylapore, near Madras in AD 72.
Thomas baptized several families. Many families claim to
have origins almost as far back as these.

According to Syrian Christian tradition, Thomas was
killed with a spear at St. Thomas Mount in Chennai on 3
July in AD 72, and his body was interred in Mylapore.
Latin Church tradition holds 21 December as his date of
death. Ephrem the Syrian states that the Apostle was
killed in India, and that his relics were taken then to Edes-
sa. This is the earliest known record of his death.
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THE FOURTH OF JULY
The Declaration of Independ-
Ha ence was approved by the Con-
PY 4“/" OfJULZ tinental C(I))Ill)gress 02/1 July 4,
s P 1776. The document announced
‘ ‘-‘// the separation of 13 North
. American British colonies from
Great Britain. It was the last of
a series of steps that led the col-

onies to final separation from Great Britain.

At the time that the American Revolution began in
April 1775 most colonists were not seeking independ-
ence. Most of them wanted only a larger measure of self-
government within the British Empire. But as the war
continued, many colonists began to favor freedom from
British rule. Britain sent more troops and ships. More col-
onists died in skirmishes and battles. The war brought
economic disruptions as well.

The colonists hoped to receive aid from France, a
longtime enemy of Britain. To do so, the colonists would
have to make a formal break from their mother country.
The Declaration helped in the process.

The Congress appointed a committee of five to write
the formal declaration. Thomas Jefferson wrote the first
draft. A few changes were suggested by other members of
the committee: John Adams, Benjamin Franklin, Roger
Sherman, and Robert R. Livingston.

In writing the declaration, Jefferson drew heavily on
the political theories that English philosopher John Locke
had outlined in his book On Civil Government.

Jefferson began the document by proclaiming a set of
natural rights held by all and the responsibility of the gov-
ernment to protect those rights. He then cited specific
ways in which King George III had violated the colonists’
rights, which formed their justification for seeking inde-
pendence.

The Declaration of Independence states three basic
ideas: (1) God made all men equal and gave them the
rights of life, liberty, and the pursuit of happiness; (2) the
main business of government is to protect these rights; (3)
if a government tries to withhold these rights, the people
are free to revolt and to set up a new government.

Every signer of the Declaration took a significant
risk. If the colonies had lost the war, then the British
might have used the signatures as evidence of treason.

The Declaration did not establish the independence of
the American colonies. Complete separation from Britain
would have to be accomplished by force. Once the Decla-
ration had been adopted, however, there was no turning
back.

The day on which the Declaration of Independence
was adopted has always been celebrated in the United
States as a great national holiday—the Fourth of July, or
Independence Day.

The Declaration of Independence has also been a
source of inspiration outside the United States. It encour-
aged Antonio de Narifio and Francisco de Miranda to
strive toward overthrowing the Spanish empire in South
America, and it was quoted with enthusiasm by the mar-
quis de Mirabeau during the French Revolution.

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

It’s Independence Day week, and there is a link worth
tracing between the Declaration of Independence and the
language of liturgy. One of the signers of the Declaration
on that July 4 long ago was Charles Carroll, probably the
wealthiest man in the colonies and one of the few Catho-
lics on the political scene. As a flourish to his signature,
he sought to distinguish himself from other prominent
citizens bearing the same name by penning “Charles Car-
roll of Carrolltown”—a defiant “come and get me if you
dare” postscript aimed at the British.

Carroll’s brother John was a priest and patriot who in
1789 was given the task of organizing the Catholic
Church in this country. By 1791 he had assembled a syn-
od, or assembly of delegates, to launch that task formally.
Archbishop Carroll wanted to gain acceptance of our faith
by American people who mistrusted our customs and
could not comprehend our liturgy. He made the amazing
proposal to Rome that our liturgy should be prayed not in
Latin, but in the vernacular, English. His wish was de-
nied, but one hundred sixty years later, his deep desire
helped the American bishops and scholars at the Second
Vatican Council to win the vote in favor of the vernacular
not just for the United States, but for the Church through-

RELIGION IN THE AMERICAN REVOLUTION

Religion played a major role in the American Revolu-
tion by offering a moral sanction for opposition to the
British--an assurance to the average American that revo-
lution was justified in the sight of God. As a recent schol-
ar has observed, "by turning colonial resistance into a
righteous cause, and by crying the message to all ranks in
all parts of the colonies, ministers did the work of secular
radicalism and did it better."

Ministers served the American cause in many capaci-
ties during the Revolution: as military chaplains, as pen-
men for committees of correspondence, and as members
of state legislatures, constitutional conventions and the
national Congress. Some even took up arms, leading Con-
tinental troops in battle.

The Revolution split some denominations, notably the
Church of England, whose ministers were bound by oath
to support the King, and the Quakers, who were tradition-
ally pacifists. Religious practice suffered in certain places
because of the absence of ministers and the destruction of
churches, but in other areas, religion flourished.

The Revolution strengthened millennialist strains in
American theology. At the beginning of the war some
ministers were persuaded that, with God's help, America
might become "the principal Seat of the glorious King-
dom which Christ shall erect upon Earth in the latter
Days." Victory over the British was taken as a sign of
God's partiality for America and stimulated an outpouring
of millennialist expectations--the conviction that Christ
would rule on earth for 1,000 years. This attitude com-
bined with a groundswell of secular optimism about the
future of America to create the buoyant mood of the new
nation that became so evident after Jefferson assumed the
presidency in 1801. —loc.gov
