JESUS AND THE PHARISEES

The Pharisees can be seen from several angles. They
believed that one can save oneself through the observance
of law, through the performance of works of piety, fast-
ing, prayer and almsgiving with an eye on the praise of
men. The Pharisees tended to put stress on little things
(“Tithe of mint, dill and cummin’) while neglecting the
much more important matters of faith, justice and mercy.
They were noted for their zeal in making converts who in
due time became twice as bad as their converters. The
outcome was that the Pharisees tended to be hypocrites, a
title which Jesus bestowed on them with great liberality.

The “Woes” in Matthew against the Pharisees end
with Christ denouncing them for violence, especially
against the prophets whose blood they shed and whose
tombs they later adorned. “You are the sons of those who
murdered the prophets! Very well then, finish off the
work that your fathers began.” Mat. 23:32. The finishing
off of the work was the death of Christ for which the
Pharisees were largely responsible. The works of piety,
the strict observance of law was a defence mechanism at
work within the Pharisees. They suffered from a sense of
guilt which they refused to acknowledge, as the Parable
of the Pharisee and the Publican informs us. However, if
guilt is not acknowledged within oneself, it seeks a victim
outside oneself. We can say that Christ was the victim on
whom the Pharisees projected their own unacknowledged
sense of guilt. No wonder that the repentant sinner of the
Parable who cried out, “O God, be merciful to me, a sin-
ner,” is exalted by Christ above the Pharisee who thanked
God he was not a sinner.

Today’s Gospel is an invitation to all, especially the
more pious and those who tend to be judgmental of oth-
ers, to examine behind our good works. Are they an es-
cape from a sense of guilt? If so, the remedy is not the
rejection of piety and good works, but a search for a pre-
cious gift of God, the willingness to face up to ourselves
by acknowledging our personal and national guilt.

BEWARE OF ANIMATED AIMLESSNESS

Today’s second reading issues a challenge to all
Christians—especially the preacher! We are supposed to
live up to what we say we are, followers of Christ. We
are, in a single word, called to live by love, love in its
deepest and Christian sense.

This word “Love” is much bandied about but less fre-
quently understood and practiced. Jesus gave the supreme
example of its real meaning in his life, death and resurrec-
tion. But he did not die and rise in order to prevent or ex-
cuse us from sharing personally in his selfless experience.
If we are to be redeemed, if we are to be Christians with
Him, we must in our turn undergo death and resurrection.
We must practice what we preach! We must mean what
we say and do what we mean.

In the play A Man for All Seasons (by Robert Bolt)
there is a scene in which Margaret, the daughter of Thom-
as More, pleads with her father to desist from his opposi-
tion to the dissolute Henry VIII and swear to the Act of
Succession. So lie will save his life and be released from
jail. But More is unwilling to do something he doesn’t
believe in. He says: “If we lived in a State where virtue
was profitable, common sense would make us good and
greed would make us saintly.. But since in fact we see
that avarice, anger, envy, pride, sloth, lust and stupidity
commonly profit us far beyond humility, chastity, forti-
tude, justice and thought, and we have to choose to be
human at all.. why then perhaps we must stand fast a little
—even at the risk of being heroes.” Margaret, emotionally,
still begs him to compromise: “Haven’t you done as much
as God can reasonably want?” And her father replies in
words that should be written in gold: “Well.. finally.. it
isn’t a matter of reason; finally it’s a matter of love.”

This is the love that Christ spoke about and practised.
In the end we shall be judged on that alone. Our often
ragged efforts to bring direction and meaning to the
“animated aimlessness” of our lives will-if touched by
the love of God and expressed through genuine service of
our fellow human beings—have an eternal value. "™

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

What is the name of the pope’s
cathedral? If you said the Vatican,
or St. Peter’s, you were off by a
few miles, since the answer is the
Basilica of St. John, the Lateran,
the “Mother Church” of all the
churches of the world and the ca-
thedral of the Diocese of Rome. It
takes its name from the Lateran
family, the Trumps of their day,
who somehow ran afoul of the Em-
peror Nero. He seized all their
property, including their vast Ro-
man palace and estate. We don’t know how Plautius dis-
pleased Nero so badly, but eventually all the Lateran
property came to Constantine, the first Christian emperor,
through his wife, Fausta. Early in the fourth century,
when Christianity was at last legalized, Constantine gave
the property to the church. Soon the great meeting halls
were expanded and adapted.

Over the centuries, the church building has been
sacked by armies, ruined by fire, torn down, and rebuilt.
The oldest and most unchanged part of the Lateran is a
vast, separate baptistery with steps leading down to a
huge green basalt pool. Imagine what a triumphal mo-
ment the dedication of this public church building was for
a community that had worshiped in secret for so long!
This Friday’s feast of the Dedication of the Lateran Basil-
ica is really about the tradition of consecrating space for
worship, and so by extension, a feast for your parish
church building and, given the beautiful second reading,
for ltS baptlstery as Well —Rev. James Field, Copyright © J. S. Paluch Co.

Nietrudno zauwazy¢, ze Stowo Boze zawarte dzi§ w
pierwszym czytaniu i Ewangelii jest zaadresowane przede
wszystkim do kaptanéw; a chociaz mialo na uwadze ka-
ptanéw Starego Przymierza, jednak zmusza do refleks;ji
takze tych, ktorzy z woli Chrystusa podejmuja obecnie
postuge kaptanska.

Prorok Malachiasz przypomina najpierw wspotcze-
snym mu kaplanom ich misjg, ich podstawowe zadanie.
Zostali powolani po to, by oddawano cze$¢ Imieniu Boze-
mu, by Imi¢ Panskie byto wszedzie blogostawione. Winni
zatem caty swoj wysitek skierowaé ku temu, azeby wszy-
scy pod ich przewodnictwem oddawali Bogu prawdziwa
czesC.

W zwiazku z tym najwazme]szym zadaniem kapta-
né6w bylo pouczanie ludu i przypominanie mu tych
wszystkich zobowiazan, jakie zostaty podjete w dniu za-
warcia przymierza na gorze Synaj. Poniewaz za$ prawda
Boza jest jedna, stad i pouczenia powinny by¢ jednakowe
dla wszystkich. Tymczasem kaptani wspolczesni Mala-
chiaszowi kierowali si¢ stronniczo$cia, wzglgdem na oso-
be. I stad, gdy kogo$ si¢ bali lub byli od niego zalezni,
okazywali mu wigksza tagodno$¢, nie stawiali takich wy-
magan jak innym. Co wigcej, sami zbaczali z drogi, jaka
zostala im wytyczona przez prawo Boze i dlatego swym
ztym przyktadem doprowadzili wielu do sprzeniewierze-
nia si¢ Prawu. Taka postawa sprowadzita juz dorazna ka-
r¢. Prorok podkresla, ze kaptani sa lekcewazeni przez lu-
dzi, nie otrzymuja nalezytego szacunku.

W Ewangelii Pan Jezus kieruje stowa wyrzutu pod
adresem uczonych w Pismie i faryzeuszow, wsrod kto-
rych bylo wielu kaptanow. Wprawdzie posiadali wladzeg
wydawania nakazéw ludowi, ktory tym samym miat obo-
wiazek je wypetniaé, jednak kaptani ci nie byli prawdzi-
wymi przewodnikami dla swoich wiernych. I wlasnie w
zwiazku z tym Chrystus wypowiada zarzuty pod adresem
kaptanow Starego Przymierza. Gloszone przez nich stowa
1 pouczenia rozmijaja si¢ z ich zyciem: zachowujcie
wszystko co wam poleca, ale uczynkow ich nie nasladuj-
cie". Zrodlem za$ tego rozdzw1qku bylo niewtasciwe na-
stawienie, sprowadzajace si¢ do szukania tylko poklasku
u ludzi. Cokolwiek czynili, chcieli przez to pokazac¢ sig
ludziom. Ujawniali tez bardzo duzo préznosci i szukania
wlasnej osoby, a wigc wydtuzali swoje szaty, aby inni ich
zauwazyli, lubili, gdy ludzie ich pozdrawiali i chwalili,
chgtnie zajmowali wszedzie pierwsze miejsca.

A wigc kaptani starotestamentowi nie spetniali dobrze
powierzonej im misji. Spotkata ich za to powazna kara.
Kiedy zgodnie z zapowiedzia Chrystusa wojska rzymskie
zajely Jerozolime i zburzyly wspaniata swiatynig, w kto-
rej sprawowali oni swe funkcje, przyszta i na nich kara.
Pod koniec walk toczacych si¢ na terenie $wiatyni wyszla
z ukrycia grupa kap%an(')w i chciata odda¢ si¢ do niewoli.
Wtedy jednak stata si¢ rzecz niezwykfa. Tytus, ktory w
tych wypadkach okazywal Wspama}omyslnosc nlespo—
dziewanie zadecydowal, ze kaptani musza zginaé, skoro
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zostala zniszczona $wiatynia.

Dzisiejsze stowa Pisma §w. i historia kaptandéw Stare-
go Przymierza stanowia niewatpliwie pouczenie kierowa-
ne takze do tych, ktorzy uczestnicza w sposob szczegdlny
w kaptanstwie Chrystusa i zmuszaja ich do glgbszej re-
fleksji. Ale przeciez nie mozna ani przez chwile zapo-
mnie¢ o tym, ze poshuga kaptanska to w pewnym sensie
odbicie zycia catego ludu Bozego. Od dobrych przeciez
rodzin zaleza dobre powotania, a wytrwanie juz powota-
nych na obranej przez nich drodze jest takze w wielu wy-
padkach uzaleznione od postawy tych, wsrod ktorych pra-
cuja. Wreszcie trzeba zauwazy¢, ze gdy wierni stuchaja
glosu swoich pasterzy, to podnosza ich tym samym na
duchu w pehieniu trudnej misji i jakby zachgcaja do pod-
jecia dalszych wysitkow (por. DK, nr 15n).

Mozna powiedzie¢, ze $w. Pawet staje dzi$ przed na-
mi jako wspanialy wzor kaptana Nowego Przymierza,
Przybywszy do Tesaloniczan dla gloszenia im Ewangelii,
ukazat najpierw troskliwos¢ matki, ktora jest niezréwna-
na, gdy idzie o opiek¢ nad dzie¢mi. Wiadomo tez, ze tro-
ska matki ma charakter wszechstronny, bo pragnie umoz-
liwi¢ swoim dzieciom osiagnigcie wszelkiego dobra: tak
duchowego, jak i doczesnego. Apostot narodéw chciat
da¢ Tesaloniczanom nie tylko nauke Boza, lecz takze
swoja dusze, a wigc cata zyczliwos¢, jaka cztowiek zdol-
ny jest okaza¢ bliznim. Szczegdlnym wyrazem tej troski
byta niezwykle intensywna praca Apostota, ktora trwala
nieraz dniem i noca. Prawdopodobnie chodzito w tym
rowniez o pracg fizyczna, ktora §w. Pawel zarabial na
swoje utrzymanie. Zdaja si¢ na to wyraznie wskazywac
stowa, ze nie chciat by¢ dla nich cigzarem. A wigc cho-
ciaz miat prawo do utrzymania przez tych, ktorym glosit
Ewangelig, jednak z niego nie skorzystal, ale pracowat
nawet i noca, by tylko zdoby¢ $rodki na utrzymanie wia-
sne oraz tych, ktérzy go wspomagali w postudze glosze-
nia Ewangelii.

Najwigksza zas radoscia dla Apostota byt fakt, ze Te-
saloniczanie przyjeli gloszone przez niego stowo, i to nie
jako stowo ludzkie, lecz jako stowo Boze. Za to nieustan-

nie dzigkowatl Bogu, ktory dziata we wszystkich wierza-
Cych .- ks. Edward Sztafrowski, Wprowadzenie do liturgii Mszy niedzielnych i $wigtecznych

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KIM BYLI SADUCEUSZE I FARYZEUSZE?

1 Ewangelie czgsto odnosza si¢ do
| saduceuszow 1 faryzeuszow, gdyz
i Jezus ciagle sie przeciwstawiat ich
| niewtasciwym postawom. Sadu-
il ceusze 1 faryzeusze tworzyli klase,
ktora rzqdzﬁa Izraclem. Istnieje
mlqdzy nimi wiele podobienstw,
ale takze wiele znaczacych réznic.

il Za czasow Chrystusa i ery nowote-
stamentowej saduceuszami byli
arystokraci. Zazwyczaj byli bardzo
zamozni, zajmowali wplywowe
stanowiska, kaplanskie czy arcyka-
plana, stanowiac takze wigkszos¢ z

70 osobowej rady nazywanej Sanhedrynem. Cig¢zko praco-
wali, aby utrzymaé pokdj w zwiazku z decyzjami Rzymu
(gdyz w tym czasie Izrael podlegat rzymskiej niewoli), anga-
zujac si¢ jednak znacznie bardziej w polityke anizeli w reli-
gi¢. Poniewaz chcieli przypodoba¢ si¢ Rzymowi a do tego
tworzyli zamozna elita, totez nie utozsamiali si¢ za bardzo z
przecigtnymi ludzmi, ani tez ,,przecigtny cztowiek” nie miat
go w powazaniu. Duzo lepsze relacje taczyly przecigtnego
czlowieka z ludzmi z ugrupowania faryzeuszy. Pomimo, ze
saduceusze stanowili wigkszo§¢ w Sanhedrynie, historia po-
kazuje ze podejmowali tam tematy zwiazane gltownie z
mniejszo$cia faryzejska, poniewaz faryzeusze byli bardziej
popularni wsroéd mas.

W religijnosci, to saduceusze byli bardziej konserwa-
tywni w temacie doktryny. Faryzeusze na rowni traktowali
autorytet Pisma Swigtego z ustnym przekazem tradyc_]l pod-
czas gdy saduceusze uznawali autorytet tylko spisanego Sto-
wa, jako pochodzacego od Boga. Saduceusze przestrzegali
Stowa Bozego, szczegdlnie Pigcioksiggu Mojzeszowego.
Mimo, iz byto to nakazane, to jednak nie byli spojni w swo-
ich pogladach doktrynalnych. Ponizej przedstawiamy listg
przekonan, ktore wyznawali a ktore stoja w sprzecznosci z
Pismem Swigtym.

Saduceusze byli tak bardzo pewni siebie, ze zapierali si¢
Bozego zaangazowania w codzienne zycie, odrzucali mozli-
wos¢ zmartwychwstania (Mt 22.23; Mk 12.18-27; Dz 23.8),
zaprzeczali jakoby istnialo Zycie wieczne, utrzymujac ze
dusza po $mierci odchodzi, a przez to zaprzeczali karze lub
nagrodzie w zyciu po $mierci, i nie wierzyli w §wiat ducho-
wy, np. anioly i demony (Dz 23.8).

Ze wzgledu na to, ze saduceusze koncentrowali si¢ bar-
dziej na polityce anizeli religii, totez nie zainteresowali si¢
Jezusem do chwili gdy poczuli si¢ zagrozeni wywolaniem
jego osoba uwagi Rzymu. W tym wiasnie momencie sadu-
ceusze i faryzeusze potaczyli swoje sily i powzigli plan zabi-
cia Chrystusa (J 11.48-50; Mk 14.53; 15.1). Inne wzmianki o
saduceuszach znalez¢é mozna: w Dziejach Apostolskich 4.1
oraz Dziejach Apostolskich 5.17, oraz o zaangazowaniu sa-
duceuszy w $mier¢ Jakuba spisane zostaly przez historyka
Jozefa (Dz 12.1-2).

Saduceusze przetrwali do r. 70 po Chr. Przez to, ze
ugrupowanie to bylo zwiazane gldwnie z polityka i kaptan-
stwem, to gdy Rzym zniszczyt Jerozolimg wraz ze $§wiatynia
w r. 70, to robwniez saduceusze przestali istnie¢.

W poréwnaniu z saduceuszami, faryzeusze sktadali sig
gtdwnie z srednio zamoznej klasy biznesowej, przez co mieli
duzy kontakt z przecigtnymi ludzmi. W oczach zwyktych
ludzi faryzeusze byli bardziej powazani anizeli saduceusze.
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Pomimo, ze stanowili mniejszo§¢ w Sanhedrynie i rzadziej
tez zajmowali si¢ kaptanstwem, to jednak w zwiazku z du-
zym poparciem ludu, wydawalo si¢ ze mieli duzy wptyw na
decyzje ktére zapadaty w Sanhedrynie.

Nazywali siebie ,,chaberim” (bracia) i byli w opozycji
do kaptanskiego bractwa saduceuszy. Inne bractwa w tym
czasie to m.in. esseficzycy, zeloci i w konsekwencji takze
chrzedcijanie (dzi$ Zydzi mesjanistyczni). Nazwa ich pocho-
dzi od hebrajskiego stowa perusza—oznaczajace w hebraj-
skim ,,tego, kto si¢ oddziela”, zyjacego w separacji od 0séb
rytualnie nieczystych, aby modc zblizy¢ si¢ do $wigtego Bo-
ga. Nazwa tacinska ,,pharisaei” pochodzi z greckiego. Fary-
zeusze byli w zasadzie stronnictwem ludzi $wieckich, w
odréznieniu od kaptanskiej arystokracji saduceuszow, starali
si¢ jednak w swoim postgpowaniu przestrzega¢ Swigtynnych
regut czystoSci. Zyskali sobie reputacje ekspertow w dzie-
dzinie interpretacji Pisma. Faryzeuszy czasem okresla sig
mianem "Uczeni w Pi§mie".

W religijnosci, przyjmowali spisane Stowo jako na-
tchnione przez Boga. Na rowni jednak traktowali autorytet
ustnych przekazow tradycji i potrafili broni¢ tego odnoszac
si¢ do czaso6w Mojzesza. Przez kolejne wieki, tradycje te
zostaly dolaczone do Stowa Bozego, co jest zabronione
(Pwt 4.2), a faryzeusze pragna wiernie ich przestrzegac tak
jak i Starego Testamentu.

Ewangelie zawieraja wiele przyktadow tradycji jakich
si¢ trzymali, a ktore traktowali na rowni z Bozym Slowem
(Mt 9:14; 15:1-9; 23:5; 23:16, 23, Mk 7:1-23; Lk 11:42).
Aczkolwiek w innych, waznych sprawach doktrynalnych
pozostali wierni Stowu Bozemu. W porownaniu z saduceu-
szami, wierza w nastgpujace rzeczy.

Faryzeusze wierzyli, ze Bog sprawuje nad wszystkim
kontrolg, jednak na bieg wydarzen maja takze wplyw nasze
osobiste decyzje zyciowe, wierzyli w zmartwychwstanie
(Dz 23.6), wierzyli w zycie po $mierci, z odpowiednimi na-
grodami lub karami dla kazdego indywidualnie i wierzyli w
istnienie aniotéw i demonow (Dz 23.8).

Mimo tego, ze faryzeusze i saduceusze byli przeciwni-
kami, to jednak w niektérych sytuacjach potrafili odsunaé
na dalszy plan dzielace ich roznice- np. podczas procesu
Chrystusa. Wtedy zaréwno saduceusze jak i faryzeusze po-
faczyli wspdlnie sity i zabiegali o to, aby zabi¢ Chrystusa
(Mk 14.53; 15.1; J 11.48-50).

Mimo, iz saduceusze pragnegli nadal funkcjonowaé po
zniszczeniu Jerozolimy, to jednak przetrwali tylko faryzeu-
sze, ktorzy bardziej troszczyli sig o religig anizeli o polityke.
W rzeczywistos$ci faryzeusze byli przeciwni powstaniu, kto-
re wybuchto a ktore skonczylo si¢ zniszczeniem Jerozolimy
w 70 r. po Chr. Oni takze byli pierwszymi, ktorzy dazyli z
Rzymem do pokoju. To dzigki faryzeuszom- po zniszczeniu
Swiatyni- zostala zebrana Miszna, wazny dokument odno-
szacy si¢ do religii judaistyczne;j.

Zaréwno faryzeusze jak i saduceusze otrzymali bardzo
wiele napomnien od Jezusa. Prawdopodobnie najlepsza lek-
cje jaka wyciagniemy z postawy faryzeuszy i saduceuszy
jest taka, by nie sta¢ si¢ jak oni. Inaczej anizeli saduceusze,
powinnismy wierzy¢ we wszystko co moéwi Biblia, rowniez
w cuda i zycie wieczne. Inaczej anizeli faryzeusze, nie po-
winni§my traktowaé tradycji na rowni z Pismem Swigtym i
nie mozemy umniejsza¢ naszej relacji z Bogiem do jakiej$
listy regut i rytuatow, ktore wypetniamy.

Po zniszczeniu 11 Swiatyni w 70 A.D. idee Faryzeuszy
staly si¢ podstawa liturgii i rytuatéw Zydowskich. ~ —'™emet
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WHO WERE THE SADUCEES AND PHARISEES?

The Gospels often refer to the Sadducees and Pharisees
because Jesus constantly opposed their inappropriate atti-
tudes. The Sadducees and Pharisees formed the class that
ruled Israel. There are many similarities between them, but
also many significant differences.

During the time of Christ and the New Testament era,
the Sadducees were aristocrats. They were usually very
wealthy, held influential positions, such as priests or high
priests, and also constituted the majority of the 70-person
council called the Sanhedrin. They worked hard to keep the
peace due to Rome's decisions (as Israel was under Roman
captivity at the time), but became much more involved in
politics than religion. Because they wanted to please Rome
and they were a wealthy elite, they did not identify with av-
erage people, nor did the "average person" respect them.
Much better relations existed between the average person
and the people of the Pharisees. Even though the Sadducees
were the majority in the Sanhedrin, history shows that they
took up topics mainly related to the Pharisaic minority, be-
cause the Pharisees were more popular among the masses.

Religiously, the Sadducees were more conservative in
doctrine. The Pharisees treated the authority of the Holy
Scriptures equally with the oral tradition, while the Saddu-
cees recognized the authority of only the written Word as
coming from God. The Sadducees followed the Word of
God, especially the Pentateuch. Even though it was ordered,
they were not consistent in their doctrinal views. Below is a
list of the beliefs they held that contradict the Holy Scrip-
tures.

The Sadducees were so self-confident that they denied
God's involvement in everyday life, rejected the possibility
of resurrection (Mt 22:23; Mk 12:18-27; Acts 23:8), denied
that eternal life existed, maintaining that the soul departs
after death, and thus denied punishment. or reward in the
afterlife, and they did not believe in the spiritual world, e.g.,
angels and demons (Acts 23:8).

Because the Sadducees were focused more on politics
than religion, they did not become interested in Jesus until
they felt threatened by his being brought to the attention of
Rome. It was at this point that the Sadducees and Pharisees
joined forces and made a plan to kill Christ (John 11.48-50;
Mark 14.53; 15.1). Other mentions of the Sadducees can be
found in Acts 4:1 and Acts 5:17, and the involvement of the
Sadducees in the death of James was written by the historian
Josephus (Acts 12:1-2).

The Sadducees survived until AD 70. Because this
group was mainly associated with politics and priesthood,
when Rome destroyed Jerusalem and the temple in AD 70,
the Sadducees also ceased to exist.

Compared to the Sadducees, the Pharisees were com-
posed mainly of the middle-income business class and there-
fore had a lot of contact with average people. In the eyes of
ordinary people, the Pharisees were more respected than the
Sadducees. Even though they were a minority in the Sanhed-
rin and were less likely to be involved in the priesthood, due
to the large support of the people, it seemed that they had a
great influence on the decisions made in the Sanhedrin.

They called themselves "chaberim" (brothers) and were
in opposition to the priestly brotherhood of the Sadducees.
Other brotherhoods at this time included: Essenes, Zealots
and, consequently, also Christians (today Messianic Jews).
Their name comes from the Hebrew word perusha - meaning

in Hebrew "one who separates himself", living apart from
ritually unclean people in order to be able to get closer to the
holy God. The Latin name "pharisaei" comes from Greek.
The Pharisees were basically a party of lay people, unlike
the priestly aristocracy of the Sadducees, but they tried to
follow the temple rules of purity in their behavior. They
gained a reputation as experts in the interpretation of Scrip-
ture. Pharisees are sometimes called "Scribes."

it by referring to the times of Moses. Over the following
centuries, these traditions were added to the Word of God,
which is forbidden (Deuteronomy 4:2), and the Pharisees
wanted to faithfully follow them as they did the Old Testa-
ment.

The Gospels contain many examples of the traditions
they followed and which they treated on an equal footing
with God's Word (Mt 9:14; 15:1-9; 23:5; 23:16, 23, Mk 7:1-
23; Lk 11:42 ). However, in other important doctrinal mat-
ters they remained faithful to the Word of God. Compared
to the Sadducees, they believe in the following things.

The Pharisees believed that God was in control of eve-
rything, but that events were also influenced by our personal
decisions in life, they believed in resurrection (Acts 23:6),
they believed in life after death, with appropriate rewards or
punishments for each individual, and they believed in the
existence of i.e. angels and demons (Acts 23:8).

Even though the Pharisees and Sadducees were oppo-
nents, in some situations they were able to put their differ-
ences aside - for example, during the trial of Christ. Then
both the Sadducees and Pharisees joined forces and sought
to kill Christ (Mark 14.53; 15.1; John 11.48-50).

Although the Sadducees wanted to continue after the
destruction of Jerusalem, only the Pharisees survived, and
they cared more about religion than politics. In fact, the
Pharisees were opposed to the revolt that broke out and end-
ed in the destruction of Jerusalem in AD 70. They were also
the first to seek peace with Rome. It was thanks to the Phari-
sees that the Mishnah, an important document relating to the
Judaic religion, was collected after the destruction of the
temple.

Both the Pharisees and the Sadducees received many
admonitions from Jesus. Perhaps the best lesson we can
learn from the Pharisees and Sadducees is not to become
like them. Unlike the Sadducees, we should believe in eve-
rything the Bible says, including miracles and eternal life.
Unlike the Pharisees, we should not treat tradition on an
equal footing with Holy Scripture, and we cannot reduce our
relationship with God to some list of rules and rituals that
we follow.

After the destruction of the Second Temple in 70 A.D.
the ideas of the Pharisees became the basis of Jewish liturgy
and rituals. —internet
