THE HIGHEST AUTHORITY

Jesus was recognized as someone who taught with
authority. The word ‘authority’ has received a rather neg-
ative press in recent times. Various ‘authority figures’
have been criticized, often with good reason. Yet, in Jesus
people experienced an authority that they found attractive,
an authority that, in the words of the gospel, left them so
astonished that they started asking each other what it all
meant. Jesus was recognized as a person of authority be-
cause of the word that he spoke and the impact for good
of that word on others. Ultimately, His authority was root-
ed in God, in the Spirit of God that descended upon him
at His baptism. The first public words he spoke after His
baptism were, ‘the reign of God, the power of God, is at
hand.” God’s life-giving, liberating power was working
through him, and, so, he was recognized by others as au-
thoritative. The power of God’s love working through
him gave him that authority which people found so attrac-
tive and so new.

For us as Christians, Jesus remains the ultimate au-
thority. Like the people of Capernaum, we recognize His
authority, the authority of His teaching and His deeds, the
authority of His life, death and resurrection. That is why
we confess Jesus not just as our teacher but as our Lord.
We are happy to submit to His authority, to His lordship,
because we recognize that in doing so we will have life to
the full, and, like the man in the gospel, be freed of those
spirits that prevent us from becoming the person God in-
tends us to be. There can be great reluctance today to sub-
mit to anyone. The value of personal autonomy is highly
prized and sought after. Yet, it is not possible to live with-
out submitting to some authority even if it is the authority
of the self. What matters is to submit to the right authority
and this morning’s gospel suggests that such authority is
to be found in the person of Jesus. “Martin Hogan

FORCES OF GOOD AND EVIL

A lovely line in the Book of Psalms says: ‘The earth
is full of the goodness of the Lord’ (33:5). It certainly is.
The crops keep producing food for our tables. The sum-
mer heat gives way to cooling autumn breezes. Most dis-
cases are now curable. Tyrants are sometimes over-
thrown. Social reforms like pensions for the needy are
here to stay. Conflicts end in reconciliation. Shaky mar-
riages get patched up. Love survives misunderstandings,
thoughtlessness, insults and indifference. Wars come to
an end. Enemies become friends. We forgive others and
are forgiven. In short, there is goodness everywhere. But
where there is goodness, there too is God and the King-
dom of God. So, God’s loving rule is still happening
among us.

But so too is the anti-kingdom of evil. Its power and
force keeps staring us in the face. Newspapers and news
bulletins report it daily in its ugly manifestations. Our
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own consciences remind us of its hurtful and harmful in-
fluence. In many parts of the world large segments of the
population are involved in unrest and civil war. Violence
is growing. The sanctity of life is not held in the proper
regard it deserves. What we are facing, then, are both the
evil acts of individuals and evil social structures.

In the days of Jesus on earth, people called different
evil forces ‘demons’. Jesus himself recognised one super-
force behind them all. He named it ‘the EVIL ONE’ —
also known in His day as ‘the Devil’, ‘Lucifer’, and
‘Beelzebub’. Today’s gospel is a striking example of His
confrontation with, and victory over, the ‘the Evil One’.
As the story has it, ‘the Evil One’ has taken possession of
a deranged man, who interrupts Jesus as he teaches and
challenges His power and authority over evil. Jesus does
not answer the man’s taunts, but addresses ‘the Evil One’
sharply and directly: ‘Be quiet! Come out of him!’
Throwing the sufferer into convulsions, and with a last
loud scream, ‘the Evil One’ wriggles out of him. At long
last its victim is free from its torments. -Internet

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

Until very recent decades “Holy Thursday” and
“Good Friday” were centered on personal pious
devotions, not public liturgy. In urban America, at least in
cities with a significant Catholic population, Holy
Thursday was about veneration of the Blessed Sacrament.
People were encouraged to walk to seven churches for a
“visit” to each parish’s repository, a kind of temporary
tabernacle on a side altar, closer in proximity to the
faithful than the usual tabernacle on the distant high altar.
On Good Friday, the most popular form of devotion was
the Stations of the Cross, or a three-hour program of word
and preaching beginning at noon.

The Holy Thursday seven-church hike was a way of
participating in a custom of the city of Rome. Tradi-
tionally, each day in Lent was assigned to a particular
parish church or basilica in the city. Each week of Lent
thus had seven churches, and pious people tried to get to
each one of them. The pilgrimage was a symbol of unity
and also the journey of faith. Originally, the pope would
go to each place for a liturgy, but political strife removed
the pope from Rome in 1305. With the papacy relocated
in France, the custom ceased until Pope Leo XIII ex-
pressed interest in restoring it in 1900, and Blessed John
XXIII fully restored the custom in 1959. By the time Pope
Leo began to revive the custom, many American cities
had enough parishes and monasteries that the  faithful
could vicariously participate in the revived  tradition of
stational liturgies by a very long walk!

Mojzesz obiecuje narodowi wybranemu proroka, kto-
rego wzbudzi sam Pan sposrod braci. Wystqpi on na po-
dobienstwo Mojzesza, ktory wypelnial rowniez funkcje
prorocka. Przy okazji otrzymujemy wyjasnienie, jakie
zadania stoja przed kazdym prorokiem.

Podstawowym zadaniem proroka jest $wiadczy¢ o
Bogu. Prorok nie moze méwié¢ czego innego niz to, co
ustyszat od Boga, nie wolno mu tez niczego zmieniac,
przeinaczaé, cho¢by w ten sposob chciat uniknaé grozace-
go mu zla. Boég grozil powazna sankcja takim
"niewiernym" prorokom: "Taki prorok musi poniesé
$mierc¢". Wiedzieli o tym dobrze prorocy Starego Przy-
mierza i dlatego, gdy zaszta konieczno$¢, wybierali nawet
$mier¢, a nie chcieli zmieni¢ tego, co im przekazat Bog.
Tak sig zachowal m.in. prorok Izajasz, ktory - jak glosi
tradycja - ponidst $mier¢ meczenska za bezboznego krola
Manassesa (687-642). Podobnie byto z Janem Chrzcicie-
lem - najwigkszym z prorokow Starego Przymierza.

Innym waznym zadaniem proroka jest §wiadczenie o
Bogu swoim zyciem. Prorok ma nie tylko wiernie przeka-
zywac otrzymane od Boga stowa, ale winien ponadto by¢
wzorem wiernosci Bogu.

Zrozumiala jest rzecza, ze przepowiadanie proroka
domaga si¢ postuszenstwa ze strony tych, do ktorych kie-
ruje on stowo Boze. Prorok bowiem nie wystepuje we
wlasnym imieniu, jego stowa pochodza od samego Boga.
Gdy zatem kto$ nie bedzie chcial stucha¢ tych stow, Bog
zazada od niego zdania sprawy. Przypominaja si¢ tutaj
stowa Chrystusa: "Jeruzalem, Jeruzalem! Ty zabijasz pro-
rokow 1 kamienujesz tych, ktorzy sa do ciebie postani...

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CANDLEMAS DAY AND THE GROMNICA
“THUNDER CANDLES"” IN POLAND

The Candlemas Day is celebrated on
February 2nd, and marks the end of
a carnival (zapusty). That day is also
officially the last day of the Christ-
mas season and the last occasion to
sing the traditional carols together —
also the day when all the remaining
Christmas decorations should be
removed (in Poland the Christmas
trees are very often kept in houses through January).

The important symbolic accessories connected to this
holiday is the “gromnica”, sacred candles carrying the
blessed fire. The name of these candles is derived from
the word grom (thunder). These candles are long and rela-
tively thick, often decorated with religious inscriptions
and images. In many Polish folk beliefs gromnica is com-
pared to a human, and its wick to a soul. It’s believed that
gromnica symbolizes the light of life, and the triumph of
soul and mind over body and flesh.

Each Christian household in Poland has at least one
of the ‘thunder candles’ stored carefully for this holiday
and other special occasions. They are always lit up for the
most important ceremonies such as Christening, First
Communion, Confirmation, Anointing and to guard in
times of peril. They are also lit up by a deathbed during a
vigil (czuwanie). — "Lamus Dworsk?

Thomas was born during 1225 into a noble
. family, having relatives among the rulers of
| the Holy Roman Empire. At age five, Thom-
p P8 as was sent to study at Monte Cassino, the
AAAB | 2bbey founded by St. Benedict.

8L father to place him in a university by the
"0/— time he was 10. At the University of Naples,
= he learned philosophy and rhetoric while
taking care to preserve his morals against corruption by other
students.

It is said that a hermit, before Thomas’ birth, told Theo-
dora that she would have a son who would enter the Domini-
can Order “and so great will be his learning and sanctity that
in his day no one will be found to equal him.” In his adoles-
cence, Thomas’ friendship with a holy Dominican inspired
him to join them.

His family, however, did not envision the brilliant young
man as a penniless and celibate preacher. His brothers kid-
napped him from the Dominicans, took him to the family’s
castle, and at one point even sent a woman to seduce him —
whom Thomas drove out by brandishing a poker from the
fireplace.

Under pressure from both the Pope and the Holy Roman
Emperor, Thomas’ brothers allowed him to escape from cap-
tivity. He traveled to Rome and received the Pope’s blessing
upon his vocation, which would soon take him to Paris to
study with the theologian later canonized as Saint Albert the
Great.

Thomas’ silent demeanor caused other students to nick-
name him “the Dumb Ox.” Albert, however, discovered that
the young man was a brilliant thinker, and proclaimed: “We
call him the Dumb Ox, but he will give such a bellow in
learning as will be heard all over the world.”

By the time he was 23, Thomas was teaching alongside
his mentor at the university of Cologne. During 1248, he
published his first commentaries on the pre-Christian Greek
philosopher Aristotle, whose insights on nature, logic, and
metaphysics would inform Thomas’ approach to Catholic
theology.

St. Thomas’ best-known achievements,, are his works of
theology. These include the Summa Contra Gentiles, the
Compendium Theologiae, and the great Summa Theologiae —
which was placed on the altar along with the Bible at the 16th
century Council of Trent for easy reference during discus-
sions.

In December 1273, however, the scholar proclaimed that
he could write no more, following a mystical experience in
which he said he had “seen things that make my writings
look like straw.” But he complied with a request to attend the
Council of Lyon to help reunite the Latin and Greek church-
es.

St. Thomas Aquinas died on March 7, 1274. His last
words were “Be assured that he who shall always walk faith-
fully in (God’s) presence, always ready to give him an ac-
count of all his actions, shall never be separated from him by
consenting to sin,”.

He was canonized in 1323, and made a Doctor of the
Church in 1567. In 1965, the Second Vatican Council taught
that seminarians should learn “under the guidance of St.
Thomas,” in order to “illumine the mysteries of salvation as
Completely as possible.” —thecatholictelegraph.com

umiescit go na uniwersytecie, gdy miat 10 lat. Na Uniwersy-
tecie w Neapolu uczyt si¢ filozofii i retoryki, dbajac jedno-
czesénie o to, aby chroni¢ swoja moralnos$¢ przed zepsuciem
ze strony innych studenci.

Mowi sig, ze pustelnik jeszcze przed narodzinami Toma-
sza powiedzial Teodorze, ze bgdzie miala syna, ktory wstapi
do zakonu dominikanow, ,,a jego wiedza i §wigtos¢ bgda tak
wielkie, Zze za jego czasow nie bedzie nikogo, kto by mu do-
rownal”. W mtodosci przyjazn Tomasza ze $wigtym domini-
kaninem zainspirowata go do przylaczenia si¢ do nich.

Jednak jego rodzina nie wyobrazata sobie genialnego
miodego czlowieka jako kaznodziei zyjacego w celibacie i
bez srodkow do zycia. Bracia porwali go z rak dominikanow,
zabrali na rodzinny zamek, a w pewnym momencie nawet
wystali, zeby go uwiodta kobieta — ktéra Tomasz wypedzit
wymachujac pogrzebaczem z kominka.

Pod naciskiem papieza i cesarza rzymskiego bracia To-
masza pozwolili mu uciec z niewoli. Udat si¢ do Rzymu i
otrzymal od papieza blogostawienstwo dla swego powotania,
ktore wkrotce przeniosto go do Paryza, aby studiowac u teo-
loga kanonizowanego p6zniej jako §w. Albert Wielki.

Cicha postawa Thomasa sprawita, ze inni uczniowie na-
dali mu przydomek ,,Gtupi Woét”. Albert jednak odkryt, Ze
mlody czlowiek byl blyskotliwym myslicielem i oznajmik:
»Nazywamy go Glupim Wotem, ale w nauce bedzie tak ry-
czet, ze bedzie styszalny na catym §wiecie”.

W wieku 23 lat Thomas wyktadatl wraz ze swoim mento-
rem na uniwersytecie w Kolonii. W roku 1248 opublikowat
swoje pierwsze komentarze na temat przedchrzescijanskiego
greckiego filozofa Arystotelesa, ktorego spostrzezenia na
temat natury, logiki i metafizyki wplynely na podejscie To-
masza do teologii katolickiej.

Najbardziej znanymi osiagnigciami $w. Tomasza sa jego
dzieta teologiczne. Naleza do nich Summa Contra Gentiles,
Kompendium Teologiczne i wielka Summa Teologiae — kto-
ra zostata umieszczona na ottarzu wraz z Biblig podczas XVI
-wiecznego Soboru Trydenckiego, aby ulatwi¢ korzystanie z
niej podczas dyskusji.

Jednakze w grudniu 1273 roku uczony oswiadczyt, ze
nie moze juz pisa¢ po mistycznym doswiadczeniu, podczas
ktorego, jak stwierdzit, ,,widzial rzeczy, przez ktoére moje
pisma wygladaja jak stoma”. Spehit jednak prosbe o przyby-
cie na sobor w Lyonie, aby pom6c w ponownym zjednocze-
niu Kosciota facinskiego i greckiego.

Sw. Tomasz z Akwinu zmart 7 marca 1274 r. Jego ostat-
nie stowa brzmiaty: ,,Badz pewien, Ze ten, kto zawsze bedzie
wiernie postgpowal w obecnosci (Boga), zawsze gotowy
zda¢ Mu sprawe ze wszystkich swoich czyndéw, nigdy nie
zostanie od Niego oddzielony przez przyzwolenie na
grzech.”

Zostat kanonizowany w 1323 r., a w 1567 r. mianowany
doktorem Kosciota. W 1965 r. Sobor Watykanski II nauczat,
ze seminarzy$ci powinni uczy¢ si¢ ,,pod przewodnictwem
$w.
