LORD, TEACH US TO PRAY

There are methods of prayer a-plenty and many gurus
offering to teach us meditation. We can readily identify
with the disciple who asked, after watching Jesus at pray-
er, “Lord, teach us to pray.” They wanted to know how
Jesus set about prayer, in his own heart. St Luke’s Gospel
is notable for its prayerful focus. More than the other
Evangelists he draws attention to Jesus praying — whether
alone, on the hills or in the garden of olives.

Like that unnamed disciple, we can sincerely ask,
“Lord, teach us to pray.” But first we need to sit in si-
lence, just aware of him. Then gradually, like the appren-
tice learning from the master, or rather, like good soil be-
coming fertile from the falling dew, his prayer takes root
and germinates in our hearts. Slowly we too begin to re-
peat that central prayer which links our whole being to the
one that Jesus calls, “Abba, Father.”

We are unused to Luke’s wording of the Lord’s Pray-
er. The official version adopted by the Church is Mat-
thew’s, which is longer and more liturgical, with its seven
petitions. Luke’s is shorter, containing only five petitions,
but is more directly personal. Instead of “Our Father who
art in heaven,” as in Matthew, Luke’s version begins with
the simple cry “Father!” It is a form of address that would
not have been on the lips of anyone but Jesus. It originat-
ed in, and revealed, his profound bond with the Father.
Jesus was Son of God in the depth of his being.

The early Christians, especially those who listened to
St Paul, cherished the moment of Baptism when they be-
came children of God. In the depths of their hearts they
could hear the Spirit of Jesus urging them to make their
own his intimacy with God, “Abba, Father” (Rom 8:15;
Gal 4:6). This title of familiarity expressed perfectly the
sweet intimacy and total confidence of their new status.
Even as it revealed the core identity of Jesus, it makes us
aware of the dignity of our adoption as children of the
Father. Who better to introduce us to prayer than Jesus
himself and, of course, the Holy Spirit he shares with us?

WHAT ABOUT OUR PRAYER LIFE?

When the Old Testament calls God “Father” it means
guardian of the people or of groups within the nation. There
is a more personal touch in Sirach 23:1,4. But neither in the
Old Testament nor in the writings of Qumran is such an inti-
macy with God expressed as in Luke 11:2. The repeating of
the word “Abba” in Romans 8:15, Gal 4:6 and Mark 14:36
shows how the early Christians were aware of Jesus’ intima-
cy with the Father.

The simple prayer taught by Jesus contrasts with the
fulsome formulations used in Jewish and Greco-Roman
prayers, not to mention some modern equivalents! Although
“abba” can be translated “daddy,” one should not think of
God as a weakly indulgent “papa,” spoiling his children by
granting every whim and never correcting them. On the con-
trary, Jesus taught much about our duties to love our ene-
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mies and to trust, love and reverence the heavenly Father,
who is the Lord God Almighty.

There is a positive value in praying alone as well as in
praying with others. Not only did he pray in the garden and
in quiet places, but Jesus also prayed in the synagogue and
in the temple. He would have said the Shema, the daily pray-
er of a faithful Jew, about loving God with all our heart and
soul. And in the temple he blamed the priests for failing to
make it a house of prayer for all nations. Let’s remember
to pray in the words Jesus taught us. — Interet

TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION

The achievement of the late 1960s and early 1970s in
enriching the “euchology” or “words of thanksgiving” avail-
able in the Church’s prayer is important on many levels.
Ecumenically, it means that the Latin Rite now reflects the
wealth of the East in having more than one prayer available
to the Church. Pastorally, it actually acknowledges the place
of the assembly in prayer, which is particularly clear in the
Masses with Children. In fact, the traditional prayers of the
Eastern Church served as models for our new prayers. In the
East, what we call the Eucharistic Prayer is called the anaph-
ora, and there are three main families of anaphora. Each
family has a different “recipe” for arranging the usual parts
of these prayers. All anaphora have “intercessions” includ-
ed, but the Churches of Antioch place them toward the end
of the prayer, Alexandria prefers them at the beginning be-
fore the “Holy, Holy,” and Syria puts them at the very end.
One branch of the Syrian family is unique in not mentioning
the words of Jesus at the Last Supper. The Roman Canon we
once prayed exclusively has some connection with the Alex-
andrian family, but once the signal for creativity was given,
all the wealth of every prayer tradition was on the table, and

our Sunday Mass has been greatly enriched.

IMPORTANCE OF PRAYER

Faith without prayer withers and becomes dead, like a
flower without water. Contrary to prevailing beliefs in the
modern world, a Christian should be, above all, a person
of deep prayer. Only from this stems a readiness for ac-
tion and activity. People seeking God long for prayer.
When we shy away from prayer, neglect it, the desire to
pray easily drifts away from us. It is choked by the lush
weeds of life that overwhelm it.

Neglecting prayer breeds resistance and aversion to it.
The more willingly we engage in prayer, the faster re-
sistance melts away and we experience an inner interest in
spiritual matters. —Fr. Leszek Smolinski

Stad
wezwanie ,,0jcze” powinno wyraza¢ wdzigcznos¢, jaka
rodzi si¢ w nas — synach dobrego Ojca.

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SWIETA KINGA—24 LIPCA

Kinga urodzita si¢ w 1234 r. na Wegrzech. Byla
corka krola Beli IV. Gdy Kinga miata 5 lat zostala
obiecana za zon¢ Bolestawowi, ksieciu krakowsko-
sandomierskiemu. W tym czasie opickowala si¢ nia
Grzymistawa, matka Bolestawa oraz pedagog Miku- |
ta. Po zawarciu matzenstwa z Bolestawem Wstydli-
wym w 1247 r. wyprosita u swego me¢za tzw. biate
malzenstwo, ktore oznaczalo, ze malzonkowie nie
podejmowali wspotzycia zachowujac czystosé. W
takim stanie przezyli 40 lat.

W tym czasie niezwykle trudnym dla Polski, bo trwato
rozbicie dzielnicowe a ziemie polskie ngkane byty najazda-
mi tatarskimi, Kinga shuzyta Bolestawowi rada a kiedy trze-
ba byto takze swym wielkim posagiem. Dzigki szczodrosci
ksigznej starczylo pienigdzy na optacenie wojska, by broni¢
si¢ przed groznymi Tatarami.

Dzigki staraniom ksi¢znej Kingi do Polski dotarli gor-
nicy z Wegier, ktorzy odkryli ztoza soli w Bochni i Wielicz-
ce, gdzie rozpoczgli jej wydobycie. Ten cenny skarb przy-
czynit si¢ do bogactwa ksigstwa. Fakt ten potwierdza wiel-
kie starania ksig¢znej Kingi o pomyélnoéé 1 rozwdj jej nowej
ojczyzny. Ksigzna nauczy{a si¢ bardzo dobrze ]szka pol-
skiego, by dobrze porozumiewaé si¢ z dworzanami i pro-
stym ludem, o ktoérego losy byta zawsze szczerze zatroska-
na.

Usilnym staraniom $wigtej Kingi i biskupa Prandoty z
Bialaczewa zawdzigczamy kanonizacje §w. Stanistawa bi-
skupa i meczennika ze Szczepanowa, ktora odbyla sig 8
wrzesnia 1253 r. w Asyzu. Ksigzna chciala w ten sposob
pokaza¢ catej Polsce wzdr $wigtego bez reszty oddanego
Bogu i Jego ludowi.

Bolestaw, chcac podzigkowaé Zonie za wsparcie w naj-
trudniejszym czasie najazdow tatarskich, podarowat jej Zie-
mi¢ Sadecka, dla ktérej Kinga stata si¢ Pania 1 dobrodziejka.
Budowata koscioty m. in. w Jazowsku. Dbata o zaludnienie
wsi, otaczala troskliwa opieka ludno$¢ tam zamieszka-
ta. Najwazniejsza fundacja ksigznej Kingi byt klasztor w
Starym Saczu dla Siostr Klarysek, ktore przybyly tam ze
Skaty.

Po $mierci mgza Bolestawa Wstydliwego w 1279 roku
Kinga wstapita do starosadeckiego klasztoru, gdzie spgdzita
12 lat wypehiajac je modlitwa, umartwieniami i praca.
Dbata o liturgie i oprawe muzyczna nabozenstw. Z jej ini-
cjatywy na jezyk polski zostat przetlumaczony Psalterz.
Zmarta w opinii $wigtosci 24 lipca 1292 roku w Starym
Saczu. Zostata ogloszona blogostawiona w 1690 roku
a kanonizowat ja Jan Pawet II w 1999 r. Podczas homilii
powiedziat o niej:

"Jezeli dzi§ mowimy o $wigtosci, o jej pragnieniu i zdo-
bywaniu, to trzeba pyta¢, w jaki sposob tworzy¢ wilasnie
takie srodowiska, ktore sprzyjatyby dazeniu do niej. Co zro-
bi¢, aby dom rodzinny, szkota, zaktad pracy, biuro, wioski i
miasta, w koncu caly kraj stawaty si¢ mieszkaniem ludzi
swigtych, ktorzy oddziatywuja dobrocia, wiernoscia nauce
Chrystusa, $wiadectwem codziennego zycia, sprawiajac
duchowy wzrost kazdego czlowieka? Swigta Kinga 1 wszy-
scy $wieci 1 Dblogostawieni XIII wieku daja odpo-
wiedZ: potrzeba $wiadectwa. Potrzeba odwagi, aby nie sta-
wia¢ pod korcem $§wiatla swej wiary. Potrzeba wreszcie,
aby w sercach ludzi wierzacych zagoscito to pragnienie
swigtosci, ktore ksztaltuje nie tylko prywatne zycie, ale
wplywa na ksztatt catych spotecznosci”. — Marek Wejtowicz 5
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SAINT KINGA — 24 JULY

: Kinga was born in 1234 in Hungary.
She was the daughter of King Bela
IV. When Kinga was 5, she was
promised to marry Bolestaw, the
Cracow-Sandomierz prince. After
the marriage with Bolestaw in 1247,
she asked her husband for a so-

called white marriage, which meant

i that the spouses did not live together
while mamtammg purity. They survived 40 years in this
condition.

The times were extremely difficult for Poland, because
the feudal splits and the harassment of Polish lands by
Tatar (Mongol) invasions. Kinga served as an advisor to
Bolestaw and when needed helped with her great dowry.
Thanks to her generosity, there was enough money to pay
for the army to defend against dangerous Tatars.

Thanks to the efforts of Princess Kinga, miners arrived
in Poland, who discovered the salt deposits in Bochnia and
Wieliczka, where they began mining it. This precious
treasure contributed to the wealth of the duchy. This fact
confirms the great efforts of Princess Kinga for the pros-
perity and development of her new homeland. The duchess
learned Polish very well to communicate well with courti-
ers and simple people, whose fate was always sincerely
concerned.

We owe the efforts of Saint Kinga and Bishop Pran-
doty of Bialaczewo to the canonization of Saint. Stanistaw,
bishop and martyr from Szczepandéw, which took place on
8 September 1253 in Assisi. In this way, the duchess want-
ed to show all of Poland the model of a saint who was to-
tally devoted to God and his people.

Bolestaw, wanting to thank his wife for support in the
most difficult time of the Tartar invasions, he gave her the
Sacz lands, for whom Kinga became a lady and benefactor.
She built churches, among others in Jazowsko. She took
care of the population of the villages, and focused on
growing their population. Most importantly Princess
Kinga established the monastery in Stary Sacz for the
Clares, who came there from Skala.

After the death of her husband Bolestaw Wstydliwy in
1279, Kinga joined the monastery in Stary Sacz, where she
spent 12 years filling it with prayer, mortifications and
work. She took care of the liturgy and musical setting of
the services. On her initiative, the Psalter was translated
into Polish. She died in the opinion of sanctity on July 24,
1292 in Stary Sacz. It was proclaimed blessed in 1690 and
canonized by John Paul II in 1999. During the homily, he
said about her:

"If today we are talking about holiness, about wanting
and gaining it, we need to ask how to create precisely such
environments that would favor the pursuit of it. What to do
to make the family home, school, workplace, office, villag-
es and cities in in the end, the whole country became the
dwelling place of saintly people who exert goodness, faith-
fulness to the teaching of Christ, testimony of everyday
life, making every human being spiritually grow? the light
of one's faith. Finally, there is a need for this desire for
holiness in the hearts of believers, which not only shapes

private life, but also influences the shape of entire commu-
nities." — Marek Wéjtowicz SJ
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SW. JAKUB STARSZY, APOSTOL—25 LIPCA

Wsrod apostotow byto dwoch Jakubow. Dla odréznienia
nazywani sa Wigkszym i Mniejszym albo tez Starszym i
Mtodszym. Prawdopodobnie nie chodzito w tym wypadku o
ich wiek, ale o kolejno$¢ przystgpowania do grona Aposto-
tow. Rozréznienie to wprowadzit juz $w. Marek. Imi¢ Jakub
pochodzi z hebrajskiego "aqeb", oznaczajacego "chroni¢" - a
zatem znaczy '"niech Jahwe chroni". Etymologia ludowa
thumaczy to imi¢ jako "pigta". Wedlug Ksiggi Rodzaju, kie-
dy Jakub, wnuk Abrahama, rodzit si¢ jako blizniak Ezawa,
miat go trzymac za pigte.

Sw. Jakub Wigkszy jest tym, ktory jest wymieniany w
spisie Apostotéw wczesniej - byt powotany przez Jezusa,
razem ze swym bratem Janem, jako jeden z Jego pierwszych
uczniow: §wigci Mateusz i Lukasz wymieniaja go na trzecim
miejscu, a $Swigty Marek na drugim. Jakub i jego brat Jan
byli synami Zebedeusza. Byli rybakami i mieszkali nad je-
ziorem Tyberiadzkim. Ewangelie nie wymieniaja blizej
miejscowoéci By¢ moze pochodzili z Betsaidy, podobnie
jak $wigci Piotr, Andrzej i Filip, gdyz spotykamy ich razem
przy polowach Sw. Lukasz zdaje si¢ to wprost narzucaé,
kiedy pisze, ze Jan i Jakub "byli wspdlnikami Szymona -
Piotra". Matka Jana i Jakuba byta Salome, ktéra nalezata do
najwierniejszych towarzyszek wedrowek Chrystusa Pana.

Jakub zostal zapewne powotany do grona ucznidw
Chrystusa juz nad rzeka Jordan. Tam bowiem spotykamy
jego brata, Jana. Po raz drugi jednak Pan Jezus wezwal go w
czasie potowu ryb. Wspomina o tym $w. Lukasz, dodajac
nowy szczego6t - ze byto to po pierwszym cudownym poto-
wie ryb.

Jakub nalezat do uprzywilejowanych uczniéw Pana Je-
zusa, ktorzy byli $wiadkami wskrzeszenia corki Jaira, prze-
mienienia na gorze Tabor oraz modlitwy w Ogrdjcu. Zywe
usposobienie Jakuba i Jana sprawilo, ze Jezus nazwatl ich
"synami gromu". Chcieli bowiem, aby piorun spadt na pew-
ne miasto w Samarii, ktére nie chciato przyjac¢ Pana Jezusa z
Jego uczniami. Jakub byt wsrod ucznidow, ktorzy pytali Pana
Jezusa na osobnosci, kiedy bedzie koniec §wiata. Wreszcie
byt on $wiadkiem drugiego, takze cudownego potowu ryb,
kiedy Chrystus ustanowit Piotra glowa i pasterzem swojej
owczarni. Ewangelie wspominaja o Jakubie Starszym na 18
miejscach, co lacznie obejmuje 31 wierszy. W poréwnaniu
do innych Apostotow - jest to bardzo duzo.

Dzieje Apostolskie wspominaja o §w. Jakubie dwa razy:
kiedy wymieniaja go na liscie Apostoldow oraz przy wzmian-
ce 0 jego meczenskiej $mierci. Z tej okazji §w. Lukasz tak
pisze: "W tym samym czasie Herod zaczal przesladowac
niektorych cztonkéw Kosciota. Sciat mieczem Jakuba, brata
Jana...". Jakuba stracono w 44 r. bez procesu - zapewne po
to, aby nie przypomina¢ ludowi procesu Chrystusa i nie na-
razi¢ si¢ na jakie$ nieprzewidziane reakcje. Bylo to wigc
posunigcie taktyczne. Dlatego takze zapewne nie kamieno-
wano $w. Jakuba, ale $cigto go w wigzieniu. Euzebiusz z
Cezarei, pierwszy historyk Kosciota (w.

ST JAMES THE ELDER, APOSTLE—JULY 25
' . Two of the apostles were Jacob. For the
' sake of distinction they are called
Greater and Less or Older and Young-
er. It was probably not their age, but the
order in which they joined the group of
the Apostles. This distinction was al-
¥| ready introduced by St. Marek. The
name Jacob comes from the Hebrew
mliedl "ageb", meaning "to protect” - and
therefore means "may the Lord protect." Folk etymology
translates this name as "heel". According to the book of
Genesis, when Jacob, Abraham's grandson, was born as
Esau's twin, he was to hold his heel.

St. James the Greater is the one who is mentioned in the
list of the Apostles earlier - he was called by Jesus, together
with his brother John, as one of his first disciples: Saints
Matthew and Luke list him in the third place, and Saint
Mark in the second. James and his brother John were sons of
Zebedee. They were fishermen and lived on Lake Tiberias.
The Gospels do not mention any places. They may be from
Bethsaida, as are Saints Peter, Andrew and Philip, for we
meet them together while fishing. St. Luke seems to impose
it directly when he writes that John and James "were part-
ners of Simon - Peter". The mother of John and James was
Salome, who was one of the most faithful traveling compan-
ions of Christ the Lord.

Jacob was probably called to the group of Christ's disci-
ples on the Jordan River. We meet his brother John there.
For the second time, however, the Lord Jesus called him
while he was catching fish. St. Luke, adding a new detail -
that it was after the first miraculous catch of fish.

Jacob was one of the privileged disciples of the Lord
Jesus who witnessed the resurrection of Jairus' daughter, the
transfiguration on Mount Tabor, and the prayers in Gethsem-
ane. The lively disposition of James and John caused Jesus
to call them "sons of thunder." They wanted lightning to
strike a city in Samaria that would not receive the Lord Jesus
with His disciples. James was among the disciples who
asked the Lord Jesus in private when the world would end.
Finally, he witnessed a second, also miraculous catch of fish,
when Christ made Peter the head and shepherd of his flock.
The Gospels mention James the Elder in 18 places, totaling
31 lines. Compared to the other Apostles, this is a great deal.

The Acts of the Apostles mention St. Jacob twice: when
they mention him in the list of the Apostles and when they
mention his martyrdom. On this occasion, St. Luke writes:
"At the same time, Herod began to persecute some members
of the Church. He beheaded James, John's brother, with the
sword ...". James was executed without trial in AD 44 -
probably so as not to remind the people of the trial of Christ
and to avoid any unforeseen reactions. So it was a tactical
move. That is why St. Jacob, but he was beheaded in prison.
Eusebius of Caesarea, the first historian of the Church (4th
century), writes that St. Jacob kissed his executioner, which
touched him so much that the executioner himself also con-
fessed Christ and for this he himself immediately suffered a
martyr's death. James was the first among the Apostles and
the second after St. Stephen, martyr of the Church
(according to Christ's prophecy - Mk 10:39).

In the Middle Ages, there was a legend that St. James
went to Spain immediately after Pentecost. Until today, St.
James is the first patron of Spain and Portugal. —orewlarz.pl
